We hope the Racing Post Cheltenham 
Festival Guide will help to cement your 
views about who will be the bankers  
and blowouts on March 14-17, those 
much-anticipated four days that have long 
been circled in red on the calendar.

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Views from

The Racing Post’s team of experts reveal their 
festival fancies and the major bookmakers 
discuss the big issues in our Q & A

SHEER class, in theory at least, should be the 
main prerequisite for a Timico Cheltenham 
Gold Cup winner, but that has often not been 
the case.

Even without looking up past results, names 
like Lord Windermere, Synchronised, Cool 
Dawn, Cool Ground and Master Smudge 
come readily to mind as far from top-class 
winners. It isn’t always pure ability that wins 
Gold Cups, it is bottomless stamina.

Colin Tizzard’s King George hero Thistlecrack 
is a wonderfully talented horse, but the way 
he stands off his fences worries me. If he takes 
off two strides before the tricky downhill 
fence at Cheltenham, he will be on the floor.

His stable companion Native River stays 
four miles (he was an excellent second over 
the trip at last year’s festival), improves with 
every run, jumps superbly and warmed up 
for the blue riband with a tremendously 
impressive Newbury victory. As soon as 
he crossed the line at the Berkshire track 
I muttered to myself, “that’s the Gold Cup 
winner”.  

Some will argue Native River isn’t quick 
enough to win a Gold Cup, but he didn’t look 
slow in a three-runner Newbury field over 
just short of three miles.

With further progress to come, I can see 
him grinding away at the head of affairs 
and eventually breaking the hearts of his 
challengers up the straight.

The Stan James Champion Hurdle lacks 
overall quality this year and Yanworth 
should prove difficult to beat.

I recommended him as my 2017 festival 
fancy in the Racing Post just days after the 
conclusion of last year’s meeting and his odds 
have contracted sharply as a host of possible 
rivals have been sidelined.

Yanworth stayed on strongly to win the 
Christmas Hurdle at Kempton and his potent 
combination of class, speed and stamina can 
prove decisive.

He is another with proven festival form, the 
single most important factor when it comes to 
assessing races at this great meeting.

Moon Racer, winner of the Champion 
Bumper in 2015, has long been a strong fancy 
for the Sky Bet Supreme Novices’ Hurdle.

David Pipe has never made any secret of the 
regard in which he holds the son of Saffron 
Walden and Moon Racer’s early-season 
victories over Ballyandy were franked by 
that rival’s pulsating success in the Betfair 
Hurdle in February.

The eight-year-old clearly hasn’t been easy 
to train – his racecourse appearances have 
been restricted to six starts (five wins) – and 
it’s no surprise that Pipe put him away for this 
race after scoring at Cheltenham in November.

Moon Racer has always given the impression 
there is a massive race in him, and the 
temptation to go for the Champion Hurdle 
must be hard to resist.

However, every top stable is judged on 
number of Cheltenham winners and, with 
Pond House hardly packed with star names 
at present, it would be surprising if Pipe put 
a festival win in jeopardy by risking all for 
Champion glory.

Assuming Pipe opts for the calmer waters of 

Native River’s power 
can make the difference
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the Supreme, Moon Racer rates an excellent 
bet.

Some people consider Paul Nicholls to be 
lacking Cheltenham dynamite this year, but 
three of his team are firmly on my radar.

Wonderful Charm, who boasts a BHA 
rating of 153, must have a huge chance of 
landing the St James’s Place Foxhunter if the 
ground rides good.

Sent off 5-1 third favourite for the JLT 
Novices’ Chase three years ago, Wonderful 
Charm finished a highly creditable fifth 
behind Taquin Du Seuil, Uxizandre, Double 
Ross and Felix Yonger.

Quietly fancied for the Grand National 
last April until a pre-race downpour turned 
underfoot conditions against him, Wonderful 
Charm possesses real class at hunter-chase 
level and will prove hard to beat.

Cliffs Of Dover has been a revelation 
this campaign, winning six of his seven starts 
over hurdles.

The manner in which he skipped away from 

Nietzsche at Wetherby in October was that 
of a potentially high-class performer and, 
if he turns up for the JCB Triumph Hurdle 
after a recent training setback, my money 
will be down.

Movewiththetimes  has multiple 
Cheltenham entries and it’s all about second 
guessing where he will end up.

I thought he ran an absolute blinder in the 
Betfair Hurdle to make Ballyandy pull out all 
the stops and he will take plenty of beating if 
he lines up for the County Hurdle.

Movewiththetimes arrived at Newbury 
on the back of just four starts – three over 
hurdles and one in a bumper. He boasts 
abundant scope for improvement, possesses 
the cruising speed that will be required for a 
big-field Cheltenham test and gained valuable 
experience from Newbury.

Take Ballyandy out of the Betfair Hurdle and 
Movewiththetimes would have beaten Clyne, 
who had run The New One close at Haydock, 
by six lengths. What’s not to like about him?

Wonderful 
Charm: the 

Foxhunter 
could be his 

for the taking

WILLIE MULLINS and Rich Ricci have been 
dealt some horrible hands in the run-up to 
Cheltenham but they still have strong cards 
to play and chief among them is Djakadam, 
who looks poised to provide Ireland’s 
champion trainer with his first Timico 
Cheltenham Gold Cup triumph.

Many believe Djakadam has missed his 
chance – twice, in fact. They were two glorious 
opportunities, but perhaps his best chance of 
glory is his third try in the race. Hear me out. 

Rewind to the 2015 race. Djakadam was 
trying to do something that has not been 
achieved since Mill House back in 1963 – win 
the race as a six-year-old. He almost managed 
that remarkable feat but could not reel in the 
mud-loving Coneygree, who may have been 
a novice but was two years his elder.

Last year Djakadam was simply not himself 
and Ruby Walsh has admitted as much. 
He was runner-up again, this time to Don 
Cossack, but it was a more laboured effort 
on ground that was a little too lively. Why 
the flat performance? I’m convinced it was 
because he had fallen in the Cotswold Chase 
on the second-last day of January. 

Djakadam’s best performance, to these 
eyes anyway, was in the 2015 John Durkan 
Chase when he hammered Valseur Lido by a 
dozen lengths and was given an RPR of 175. 
It was significant that it was his first outing 
in more than six months. He beat the race-fit 
pair Outlander and Sub Lieutenant in this 
season’s race, again after returning from a 
lengthy absence. 

Djakadam has not been seen since finishing 
third to Outlander in the Lexus. Forget that 
run, as it was only 17 days after his John 
Durkan triumph. He needs to be fresh to show 
what he is made of. 

Mullins has had the best part of three 
months to get him tuned up for another crack 
at the Gold Cup and, provided the ground 
does not turn quick by the Friday, Djakadam 
can make it third time lucky. He has posted 
RPRs of 176 and 177 in the last two runnings 
of the race and perhaps that could be good 
enough this time around. 

Plenty of punters will place their faith in 
Melon to get their week off to a winning start 
but it is another Mullins representative, Bunk 
Off Early, who appeals more in the Sky Bet 
Supreme Novices’ Hurdle.

The grey son of Zebedee was an 82-rated 
performer on the Flat for Andy Oliver and he 
appears to adore jumping hurdles, attacking 
them with relish. Having been so keen off a 
slowish pace in the Deloitte Novice Hurdle at 
Leopardstown over 2m2f, he did remarkably 
well to finish a close second (traded at a low 
of 1.1 in running). 

The Supreme should suit him better as 
there will be an increased early tempo with 
a greater emphasis on jumping – his trump 
card. There was some 16-1 available straight 
after the Deloitte. Sadly that has long gone 
but 8-1 is still a fair price and he looks the 
most likely winner. 

Unowhatimeanharry has to be taken on in 
the Sun Bets Stayers’ Hurdle and Shaneshill, 
runner-up at the last three festivals, looks the 
one for the job at 12-1. He loves Cheltenham, 

Mullins to turn up lots 
of aces despite losses

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comes alive in the spring and arrives on the 
back of a Grade 2 win at Gowran Park. 

Mullins might have had high-profile 
defections in recent weeks, but he still has 
a top team heading to the Cotswolds and 
perhaps the mare Let’s Dance is his best 
novice. She has looked a star this season and 
her experience as a second-season novice 
could prove paramount in the Trull House 
Stud Mares’ Novice Hurdle. 

Alpha Des Obeaux (below) burst a blood 
vessel on his latest outing at Leopardstown 
but reports suggest he is back to himself now 
and he has to be backed at 12-1 for what looks 
a weak renewal of the RSA Chase. 

I am not convinced Cheltenham is Might 
Bite’s track, Bellshill has blotted his copybook, 
Our Duke is not even entered and Disko is 
going for the JLT, so it looks a pretty poor 
race at this stage. Alpha Des Obeaux 
chased home Thistlecrack in last 
year’s World Hurdle and has loads 

of experience over fences. Trust Mouse Morris 
to have him in peak condition for a race that 
has been his ultimate aim all season. 

Master Blueyes has long been my idea 
of the Fred Winter winner and, needless to 
say, I was devastated when he bolted up by 
18 lengths at Ludlow last time. However, to 
my amazement the handicapper put him up 
only 1lb to a mark of 133. Bizarre. What’s 
more, there is still some 16-1 available with 
Betfair. That has to be taken as he could start 
favourite on the day. He has been crying out 
for better ground.

Noel Meade won the Albert Bartlett with 
a big-priced outsider in 2014 when Very 
Wood scored at 33-1 and he could so again, 
this time with Mouin A Vent, who does 
not deserve to be 50-1 given how close he 
got to Death Duty at Navan having jumped 
deplorably throughout. His schooling has 

gone swimmingly since according to his 
trainer and he is on course for the race.

THE Champion Hurdle market has never 
really had a solid look all season and now we 
have a favourite, Buveur D’Air, who started 
the season over fences.

He looked good when winning at Sandown 
last time out and beat Petit Mouchoir at 
Aintree last season, so he obviously has a 
chance but it is hard to see his price changing 
much before the festival.

I prefer instead the claims of his stablemate 
Brain Power. He has only been winning 
handicaps but he has been doing it with 
elan and an official mark of 162 puts him 
bang there, particularly when there must be 
more to come.

Reading between the lines, he has been a bit 
slow to cotton on to racing, but the evidence 
of his last two starts suggests he has got there 
now. Although we could not see much of his 
win at Ascot before Christmas, he finished 
on the bridle and he looks to have plenty of 
pace, an important asset for the sharp nature 
of the Champion Hurdle course.

His trainer, Nicky Henderson, has one of 
the most likeable horses in training in Top 
Notch, who finished fifth in last season’s 
Champion Hurdle and now finds himself 
among the favourites for the JLT Novices’ Chase.

Rightly so, too, as he has taken to fences 
amazingly well (he is not the biggest), winning 
four in a row culminating in a Grade 1 win in 
the Scilly Isles at Sandown in early February.

Critics may point to Clan Des Obeaux 
underperforming there, but that does a 
disservice to Top Notch’s pinpoint jumping 
and the way he travelled through the race. He 
is clearly full of confidence and good ground 
should not unduly bother him. Indeed, as 
a small horse, it may even help him in the 
jumping department as it will make it easier 
when he takes off.

He has Yorkhill to beat – unless that rival is 
switched to the Champion Hurdle – but last 
year’s Neptune Novices’ Hurdle winner has 
not been overly impressive in his two chase 
outings and has won soft races. He won’t 
find this as easy. 

Pr ior  to  t he  Cotswold Chase,  t he 
Cheltenham Gold Cup looked a done deal 
and it still might be. But Thistlecrack’s defeat 
by Many Clouds has left the door ajar for his 
rivals and the festival showpiece looks more 
open now.

Colin Tizzard hasn’t done much wrong this 
season, but maybe running Thistlecrack in 
the Cotswold was a mistake. It is invariably 
a tough race and, with Many Clouds and 
Smad Place in this year’s renewal, it took on 
a gruelling dimension, self-evident after the 
race following the sad demise of the winner.

Thistlecrack stayed all right, but he must 
have endured an awfully tough race too and 
it might have left a mark.

If that is the case, the obvious one to beat 
him is Djakadam. He is not everyone’s 
favourite chaser and he gets beaten more often

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than not, but what should not be forgotten 
is his age. He is still only eight, and to have 
been placed in two Gold Cups already is no 
mean achievement. Add to that a brace of 
John Durkan wins and a romp in the Thyestes, 
and you can turn the question round and 
say he has achieved an awful lot for a still 
young chaser.

His two efforts in defeat at Cheltenham have 
been hard to crab – he was only just done by 
Coneygree in 2015 (as a six-year-old) and last 
year he was the only one to give Don Cossack 
any kind of race.

He arrives fresh this year having not raced 
since the Lexus, which should help him, and 
despite what some pundits say there has 
never been a stamina question about him. 
Remember it took The Fellow four attempts 
to win a Gold Cup, so there is plenty of time 
for Djakadam yet.

For a solid favourite, look no further than 
Cantlow in the Glenfarclas Chase. He has 
been a revelation for Enda Bolger and has 
been supremely consistent since switching to 
banks races (form figures of 202112).

He won at Cheltenham in December and, 
although he failed to follow up last time out 
over the same course and distance, he was 
conceding more than a stone to the winner, 
Urgent De Gregaine, and was ridden more 
prominently than may have been ideal.

He seems to get on well with Mark Walsh, so 
it would be nice to see him back in the saddle 
at the festival, and I don’t feel his January 
defeat diminished his chances at all.

As a lover of fast ground, he is suited by 
the cross-country track at Cheltenham, 
which doesn’t get as much water as the other 
two tracks, and a dry spring would increase 
confidence.

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Jon Lees on five 
horses who could 
be big stories of 
this year’s festival
Thistlecrack
He has been the most talked-
about jumps horse this season 
and victory as a first-season 
novice in the Cheltenham 
Gold Cup would set the seal 
on his rise to superstardom 
and create a buzz beyond the 
confines of  the racing world.

He has had the X-factor 
ever since his devastating 
performance last year in what 
is now the Stayers’ Hurdle, 
and only two months after 
starting his chasing career he 
added a mightily impressive 
victory in the King George.

His head defeat by Many 
Clouds on Festival Trials Day 
was overshadowed by the 
winner’s unfortunate death 
but that has only added to the 
fascinating ‘will he? won’t he?’ 
debate that will rage right up 
to race time on March 17.

Altior (right)
In Nicky Henderson’s 
estimation, Altior possesses 
all the attributes to be the 
heir to the great Sprinter 
Sacre. The seven-year-old has 
some way to go yet but he 
is unbeaten over jumps, with 
five hurdles wins culminating 
in last year’s Supreme 
Novices’ Hurdle (Sprinter 
Sacre, remember, was third 
in that race in 2011) and four 
over fences this season.
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Altior “has the raw talent to 
be everything” according to 
Henderson and has been 
untroubled in those four 
appearances over fences, 
winning by a cumulative 
distance of  100 lengths. He is 
rated 4lb ahead of  Sprinter 
Sacre at the same stage of  his 
career and 5lb better than 
Douvan before last year’s 
Racing Post Arkle success.

Douvan
Douvan v Altior is a clash to 
savour but, although both 
have entries for the Queen 
Mother Champion Chase, 
Nicky Henderson is likely to 
keep his fast-rising star on the 
novice route this season.

That will leave us to marvel 
again at the superb athleticism 
and effortless cruising speed 
of  Douvan, who is heavy 
odds-on favourite for the 
Champion Chase after 
crushing all opposition since 
joining Willie Mullins as a 
novice hurdler in 2014.

He is unbeaten in 13 starts 
for the Irish champion trainer, 
including two at the festival 
(2015 Supreme Novices’ 
Hurdle and 2016 Arkle 
Chase), and over fences his 
smallest winning margin is six 
and a half  lengths.

If  he wins again on March 
15 – and any doubter is hard 
to find – comparison with the 
greats awaits him.

Unowhatimeanharry
We all know how much JP 
McManus stakes on having 
a festival winner and his 
early-season purchase of  

last season’s Albert Bartlett 
Novices’ Hurdle winner 
Unowhatimeanharry has 
turned out to be one of  his 
wisest investments.

The nine-year-old’s three 
starts in the green and gold 
silks have yielded a Grade 1 
victory in the Long Walk 
Hurdle and two Grade 2 
races in which 
Unowhatimeanharry 
consolidated the view he is 
one of  the festival bankers.

He has proved so dominant 
that McManus was persuaded 
to take Yanworth off  the 
Stayers’ Hurdle trail and if  
that horse lands him the 
Champion Hurdle the owner 
will be doubly delighted.

Wholestone
Searching for a new star 
among the novice hurdlers is 
one of  the fascinating aspects 
of  every festival and there will 
be many opinions about this 
year’s crop, which includes 
Melon, Finian’s Oscar, Death 
Duty and Defi Du Seuil.

But don’t discount 
Wholestone, whose trainer 
Nigel Twiston-Davies 
regularly punches above his 
weight at his local track. The 
six year-old’s Graded victories 
at 2m4f  and 3m give him a 
choice of  options but unless it 
is very soft the Albert Bartlett 
Novices’ Hurdle is the likely 
destination.

Few novice hurdlers will be 
better equipped for 
Cheltenham after his four 
appearances there this season 
and three wins.
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Will Thistlecrack add the Gold 
Cup to his King George victory?
Kevin Walsh Yes, if he can go out and bully 
his opponents from the front as he did with 
that power-packed Kempton display. An ever-
improving Native River is the obvious danger, 
but Thistlecrack will be hard to stop if he gets 
a lead of any kind as the race hots up. 

David Jennings He could, but he doesn’t

appeal at current odds. He certainly needs to 
be ridden more aggressively than he was in 
the Cotswold Chase. I expect Tom Scudamore 
to take it up with a circuit to race and try 
to do what Sam Thomas did on Denman in 
2008. At the prices Djakadam appeals as a 
cracking each-way play at 7-1. He has posted 
RPRs of 176 and 177 in the last two years and 
arrives fresh having not run since the Lexus 
in December.

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Paul Kealy My big concern with Thistlecrack 
is how much effort he puts into jumping fences 
as  that takes its toll. The all-out figure he ran 
to in the Cotswold Chase was the sort he could 
run to on the bridle over hurdles and I think 
jumping fences takes it out of him, at least 
at Cheltenham. Djakadam looks rock solid 
to me and he can make it third time lucky.  

Nick Watts I have a serious concern that 

Thistlecrack may have left his race behind 
in the Cotswold Chase. That was a gruelling 
contest – we know because of what happened 
to Many Clouds – yet Thistlecrack was fighting 
it out with him all the way up the home 
straight and must have endured an awfully 
tough race. I’m going for Djakadam, who 
comes into the race fresh having not raced 
since Christmas.

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Richard Birch Thistlecrack’s relative 
inexperience is a concern and I can’t forget 
some of his over-extravagant leaps at 
Kempton. Cheltenham’s steeplechase course 
– particularly in a Gold Cup – is unforgiving 
and I could see him ending up on the floor. 
His hard-as-nails stablemate Native River is 
less flashy but he will devour the final hill 
and looks perfectly equipped to rise to the 
biggest challenge of his career.

Who is your pick for an  
open-looking Champion Hurdle? 
David Jennings Buveur D’Air. He might 

have had an unorthodox preparation for a 
Champion Hurdle but he is a slick jumper 
with speed and his Aintree victory over Petit 
Mouchoir now looks the strongest piece of 
form on offer.

Paul Kealy I have a feeling it could be 
between last year’s Aintree one-two Buveur 
D’Air and Petit Mouchoir. The latter has got 
to get the fractions right and not do too much 
in front, while Buveur D’Air will be the closer. 
The softer the ground on day one, the stronger 
a fancy Buveur D’Air would be.

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present Buveur D’Air with a huge opportunity 
and he should be able to take it. The recent 
exploits of both Altior and Min – albeit over 
fences – mean last year’s Supreme is starting 
to look very strong and it’s comfortably the 
best piece of form on offer here. 

Nick Watts This is far from straightforward. 
Although he has yet to run in a trial I’m 
intrigued by Brain Power. He’s been described 
as lacking some brainpower in the past by 
Nicky Henderson, but the evidence of his 
two runs this season (albeit limited by fog in 
one instance) suggests he has grown up and, 
if his official rating is to be believed, it puts 
him bang in contention.

Richard Birch It is the worst Champion 
Hurdle I can recall in terms of overall quality. 
Yanworth possesses the ability and staying 
power to take the crown. Petit Mouchoir rates 
a significant threat. I cannot understand why 
Buveur D’Air, who beat Rayvin Black only 
narrowly at Sandown, is favourite. Surely he 
is one to lay at current odds.

Is there any stopping Douvan in 
the Champion Chase?
Kevin Walsh In a word, no. If he completes 
the round he is highly likely to put up the best 
performance of the week. Fox Norton was 
firmly put in his place by the extraordinary 
Altior at Newbury recently but ran a solid 
trial for this and can complete the forecast. 

Nick Watts Nothing except the fences or 
injury will stop Douvan. It’ll be a struggle to 
find something to line up against him, with 
Colin Tizzard floating the idea of a Ryanair 
challenge with Fox Norton. Maybe Garde La 
Victoire could finish in the frame but it’ll be 
at a respectful distance.

Paul Kealy Douvan wins, it’s that simple. 
He’s head and shoulders above the rest and 
only has to get round. In ‘betting without’ I’d 
take a chance on Garde La Victoire at a price 
if he gets the go-ahead. He’s getting his act 
together and the rest are nothing special. 

Richard Birch Douvan rates a special talent 
and odds of 1-3 seem spot on. He will win with 
his head in his chest and then the world of 
jump racing will hope and pray that a clash 
with the similarly superb Altior, who trades at 
the same price for the Racing Post Arkle, can 
materialise in the near future. What a duel 
that would be for everyone to look forward to.

David Jennings Douvan is f lawless. 
Everything comes so easy to him and it 
is hard to envisage anything other than a 
straightforward success. What chases him 
home? Well, that’s a very open race but my 
slight preference would be Garde Le Victoire 
as the likely small field might enable him to 
jump better than he has done at previous 
festivals.

Is Unowhatimeanharry one of 
the big bankers in the Stayers’ 
Hurdle? 
Richard Birch Not to the extent of Douvan or 
Altior, but he has enhanced his standing in the 
stayers’ ranks with every outing this season 
and it’s hard to see one of the British-trained 
contingent lowering his colours. There are 
one or two Irish possibles who could throw 
down a serious challenge, but at this stage 
Unowhatimeanharry is clearly the one to beat. 

Nick Watts It all depends what JP McManus 
runs. If he is happy to sling a horse of 
Jezki’s class into the Champion Hurdle 
and just run the favourite, I would think 
Unowhatimeanharry is bordering on a 
certainty. If Jezki did happen to run here, then 
a horse who has won eight Grade 1s, stays 
three miles, and who is a previous festival 
winner, might be the one they all have to beat.

P a u l  K e a l y  T h e r e ’ s  n o  d o u b t i n g 
Unowhatimeanharry is rock solid as he 
keeps on winning and knows how to dig 
deep. However, I did like Cole Harden’s run 
in the Cleeve on ground he doesn’t like. He 
was getting weight, but if it’s good ground on 
the Thursday I’d expect him to go close and 
he looks fair each-way value.
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David Jennings Unowhatimeanharry is a 
winning machine and has done very little 
wrong in the last two seasons but he has been 
beating moderate animals. He might win but 
he is plenty short enough. Far more appealing 
is Shaneshill, given that he has been second 
at the last three festivals and has been laid 
out for the race.

Kevin Walsh Beaten yardsticks such as Cole 
Harden and Lil Rockerfeller leave nagging 
doubts about what Unowhatimeanharry has 
achieved. Perennial bridesmaid Shaneshill 
loves this time of year, loves this festival and 
increasingly seems to love a scrap as he gets 
older. He could spring a minor surprise. 

What do you fancy for the novice 
hurdles? 
Nick Watts I hope Ballyandy runs in the 
Supreme. He’s a very good horse who maybe 
isn’t looked upon as such because he happened 
to win a handicap last time out. Melon is an 
awful price. William Henry is interesting 
each-way in the Neptune, 
while West Approach 
must have a shout in 
the Albert Bartlett 
after his placed 
e f fo r t  i n  t h e 
Cleeve Hurdle 
last time.

Paul Kealy I’ve backed both Ballyandy and 
Movewiththetimes on a non-runner no bet 
basis for the Supreme and Neptune. They are 
simply too big based on their perfornances in 
the Betfair Hurdle, the hottest handicap run 
this year. In the Albert Bartlett I’ve backed 
West Approach and I’m beginning to get 
interested in Monalee, who is by Milan and 
may relish quicker ground than he’s been 
running on. 

David Jennings Bunk Off Early and Moon 
Racer look the two to concentrate on in the 
Supreme, although Charli Parcs could be 
a bit special and would be a major danger 
if he showed up. Let’s Dance is my idea of 
the Neptune winner, while quotes of 50-1 
about Moulin A Vent for the Albert Bartlett 
are ludicrous. 

Richard Birch I’m a huge fan of Moon Racer 
and it will be a mighty expensive start to the 
meeting if he fails to justify ante-post support 
in the Supreme. His old rival Ballyandy could 
pose the biggest threat. I prefer Neon Wolf 
to Finian’s Oscar in the Neptune, can’t see 
Wholestone finishing out of the first three in 
the Albert Bartlett and fancy Cliffs Of Dover 
in the Triumph if Paul Nicholls wins his race 
against time to get him there.

Kevin Walsh Finian’s Oscar has done very 
little to merit Neptune favouritism and 
Augusta Kate will be a fascinating contender 
if she turns up. The remorseless Death Duty 
is the bet of the week in the Albert Bartlett. 

Which novice 
chasers stand out? 

Paul Kealy Altior for the Arkle and you 
really don’t need to ask why. The JLT is 
much more competitive, notwithstanding 

Yorkhill’s price. Politologue jumps really 
well, though, and I was delighted to see 

a hood fitted at Kempton last time. He’ll 
take some stopping if he keeps calm. In 
the RSA I’ve got Might Bite down as 
a flat-track bully and I’ll take him on 

even though he is the standout on form.

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Royal Vacation was a long way behind him at 
Kempton before being gifted the race, but he 
improved again at Cheltenham on Trials Day 
and is just the sort who wins this race, which 
often doesn’t go to the best horse.

Kevin Walsh Altior cannot be beaten in the 
Arkle. Waiting Patiently is a smooth traveller 
with an excellent attitude and if he was trained 
by Willie Mullins he’d be half his current price 
for JLT glory. Might Bite oozes class and will be 
hard to beat in what looks a poor RSA. 

Nick Watts Altior will win the Arkle and I 
hope his stablemate Top Notch wins the JLT. 
His jumping for a small horse is unbelievable 
and he has plenty of class, having run well in 
the Champion Hurdle last year. The RSA is 
very tricky, but Whisper would be interesting 

each-way if Nicky Henderson decided to run 
him here rather than in the JLT.

Richard Birch Altior took the breath away at 
Newbury, wonderfully reminiscent of Sprinter 
Sacre in so many ways. Victory in the Racing 
Post Arkle looks a formality. Yorkhill simply 
oozes class and it’s hard to forget his Neptune 
victory over Yanworth at this meeting last 
year. He should justify favouritism in the JLT.

David Jennings The Racing Post Arkle is 
a done deal – Altior wins that by daylight. 
If Yorkhill sticks to the JLT it’s hard to see 
anything troubling him. Alpha Des Obeaux 
has had a stop-start season but I trust Mouse 
Morris to have him at the peak of his powers 
on the big day and he should take some 
stopping in the RSA.

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Channel 4 was able to deliver.
The last time the festival 

was on one of  the two 
showpiece terrestrial channels 
was in 1994, which was the 
final year of  BBC coverage 
before Channel 4 poached 
the contract.

Like Channel 4, ITV is 
permitted by Racecourse 
Media Group to show only 
the first five races across 
the four days of  the festival 
before RMG’s own channel 
Racing UK (which covers 
every race) becomes the 
sole broadcaster of  the final 
two events on each day. In 
addition, ITV will have The 
Opening Show (its version 
of  The Morning Line) on air 
every morning of  the festival.

Old title returns
A familiar name returns to 
the festival line-up with the 
Stayers’ Hurdle reverting to 
its original title, having been 
known as the World Hurdle 
since 2004.

The Grade 1 race, one 

of  the feature events of  day 
three along with the Ryanair 
Chase, was first run with its 
current race conditions in 
1972 and has been won by 
high-class stayers such as Big 
Buck’s (four-time winner in 
2009-12), Inglis Drever (2005, 
2007, 2008), Baracouda 
(2002-03) and Thistlecrack 
last year.

The race has a new 
sponsor in a three-year deal 
and will be run as the Sun 
Bets Stayers’ Hurdle.

Name dropped
Another new sponsor has 
brought a change of  name for 
the County Handicap Hurdle 
on the final day.

Randox Health, also the 
new sponsor of  the Grand 
National, will back the 2m1f  
Grade 3 contest but their 
involvement means Vincent 
O’Brien’s name has been 
dropped from the race  
title.

Bet365 Pat Cooney No. Much has changed 
since Boxing Day – Thistlecrack has been 
beaten, Native River has impressed again, 
Sizing John is now a player and Cue Card 
runs here instead of the Ryanair. All these 
new factors make him beatable. I still think 
Colin Tizzard will win it, but with Native River.

Betfair Niall O’Reilly It’s a race that has 
really divided the race room in recent weeks, 
with many feeling Native River will have his 
measure. I personally think Thistlecrack will 
win, though I wouldn’t really have any interest 
in backing him at current odds.

Betfred Matt Hulmes In what could now 
turn out to be a bigger field than originally 
anticipated, he will need to jump much slicker 
than on his last two course attempts. The twice 
Gold Cup-placed Djakadam still rates a solid 
each-way alternative.

Betway Alan Alger He’s still the one 
they all have to beat, but he’s lost his air 
of invincibility. Native River is the obvious 
alternative, but plenty will go there with a 
live chance.

BoyleSports Liam Glynn It looked likely 
that Thistlecrack would be hard to oppose in 
the Gold Cup until his defeat at Cheltenham, 
which then saw the market come alive again. 
Sizing John was very good at Leopardstown

and any horse who was runner-up to Douvan 
on several occasions cannot be ignored. Native 
River was very good at Newbury and he’s the 
biggest danger to his stablemate. 

Coral Andrew Lobo The experience of 
defeat will certainly help Thistlecrack, as 
will a return to better ground. All his chase 
runs have been in single-figure fields and 
the hustle and bustle of more runners could 
catch him out. That won’t be a problem for 
Native River and Djakadam, who look the 
obvious dangers.

Ladbrokes Matt Trounce I don’t think he’s 
as clear on form as the market suggests. I’m 
not the biggest fan of Native River either, so 
Djakadam is an obvious alternative. I wouldn’t 
be surprised if something at a bigger price 
improved to get involved, with an obvious 
type being Minella Rocco. His season has 
been more stop than start but his trainer is 
a master at producing them for the big day.

Paddy Power Feidhlim Cunningham 
He was immense in the King George and, 
although he was beaten in the Cotswold 
Chase by the ill-fated Many Clouds, they 
were 17 lengths clear of the rest and he’ll 
have learned plenty from that. We know he 
has a big engine and, although the heart can 
skip a beat at some of his jumps, he seems 
efficient over them. Native River is the danger 
to him but will likely play second fiddle to his 
classier stablemate.

BOOKMAKERS Q&A Cheltenham 2017 The Festival Guide
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Sky Bet Ken Dickson Thistlecrack is still the 
worthy favourite, despite meeting his first 
defeat over fences in the Cotswold Chase, 
and I expect him to add the Gold Cup to his 
impressive King George victory.  I think the 
experience in the Cotswold will have done him 
more good than bad, although it does prove 
he is beatable, which didn’t look the case 
before that race. Of the challengers, Native 
River has improved in leaps and bounds and 
has done nothing wrong, but I’d prefer to take 
a chance on Sizing John at a price if he goes 
the Gold Cup route. 

Sporting Index John O’Connell After 
his defeat on Trials Day there will be plenty 
willing to take on Thistlecrack and Native 
River looks a rock-solid contender with his 
jumping and stamina so assured.

William Hill Jamie McBride He showed 
last time there are chinks in his armour and 
he looks plenty short enough at current odds. 
At the prices I would side with Sizing John.

Who is your pick for an open-
looking Champion Hurdle?
Bet365 None of the market leaders appeals at 
current odds, so I’d prefer to look for value at 
the bigger prices and Moon Racer appeals. It’s 
a concern that he hasn’t run since November 
but he’s unbeaten at Cheltenham and is 
certainly talented enough to figure.

Betfair I quite like Buveur D’Air. His novice 
hurdle form from last year entitles him to be 
towards the head of the market and he’s the 
one they all have to beat. The only other I’d 
have any interest in backing is Moon Racer 
non-runner no bet at 20-1 just in case he 
shows up here.

Betfred JP McManus holds the key. With 
impressive Betfred Contenders Hurdle 
winner Buveur D’Air being rerouted to 
hurdling, it doesn’t appear there is much 
faith in Yanworth, while 2014 winner Jezki 
showed he still possesses a turn of foot on his 
comeback at Navan. I would like to see Sutton 

Petit Mouchoir: will 
again be the centre of 

attention if he lands  
the Champion Hurdle 
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Place supplemented as he still has plenty of 
improvement to come.

Betway Yanworth. The only time he’s been 
beaten over hurdles was in last year’s Neptune 
when Alan King was going through a lean 
spell. He’s done everything right this season 
and could be hard to beat.

BoyleSports I’m very keen on Petit Mouchoir 
and he has certainly impressed me this 
season. He looks a solid each-way bet in a 
wide-open race. 

Coral Although late to the party, Buveur D’Air 
must have a strong chance and it’s interesting 
that connections decided to switch from 
fences in a weak year. His Supreme run is 
looking better all the time and there is every 
reason to think he can better it. He has to go 
well. Yanworth looks more of a stayer, while 
many of the others still need to improve.

Ladbrokes Buveur D’Air is a deserving 
favourite. He was only third in the Supreme 
last year but that form is strong and he looks 
like the type who wouldn’t have been hard 
trained for that race. Sprinter Sacre filled the 
same position in the race for Nicky Henderson 
before going on to much better things.

Paddy Power It has become an intriguing 
betting contest. I wasn’t overly impressed 
with Yanworth’s effort at Wincanton and 
I’m not sure who Barry Geraghty will pick 
between him and Buveur D’Air. That choice 
will decide the favourite on the day. Footpad 
is too big at 25-1 in places; if they go as quick 
as in previous years, he could easily run into 
contention up the hill.

Sky Bet Buveur D’Air.  Last season’s Sky 
Bet Supreme Novices’ Hurdle third looked 
impressive, albeit at short odds, on his return 
to hurdles and it must be noted he finished 
in front of the current second favourite Petit 
Mouchoir on two occasions last season. Of 
the rest, Brain Power needs to improve after 
contesting handicaps this season and Jezki 
may be better suited to the Stayers’ Hurdle 
nowadays.

Sporting Index ‘Messy’ would be a better 
description for this race. Brain Power is no 
longer under the radar but his Ascot win 
before Christmas was a smart effort and 
maybe he doesn’t need to improve too much 
more.

William Hill Those at the front end of the 
market hardly look unbeatable. I would take 
a chance with Sceau Royal, who can probably 
be forgiven his Newcastle run and looked very 
progressive prior to that.

Is there any stopping Douvan in 
the Champion Chase? 
Bet365 He should win by daylight. The 
betting ‘without Douvan’ market on the day 
may throw up some value, potentially with 
God’s Own.

Betfair I can’t see anything getting close to 
him. He’s potentially one of the best ever on 
what we’ve seen so far. The only one I think 
is value each-way is God’s Own, who looks 
a likely runner and should get his preferred 
conditions on the day.

Betfred He can’t be taken on and a completed 
round will see him victorious. He has to be 
up there with the best of them. Apart from a 
couple of errors at Cork his jumping has been 
faultless and he should be a joy to watch. 
It’s hard to choose a forecast selection, fresh 
air will be second, but if pushed perhaps Sir 
Valentino can cap a fine season and take the 
runner-up spot.

Betway Douvan looks unbeatable. Sizing 
John’s recent form just goes to show how 
good he is. God’s Own could be the one to 
chase him home.

BoyleSports Nothing can stop Douvan 
and we’ll be hoping to welcome him to 
our sponsored Champion Chase at the 
Punchestown festival in April as the Champion 
Chase winner. I suppose God’s Own could 
be the one to enter the placings at a double-
figure price.

Coral He looks impossible to oppose and I 
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just hope he takes on Altior at some point 
down the line. Fox Norton looks the obvious 
one for a well-beaten second.

Ladbrokes He’s an outstanding horse in an 
otherwise poor renewal. God’s Own is very 
solid for a place and I would have him ahead 
of Fox Norton for second best.

Paddy Power He’s every inch a superstar. 
We’ve been blessed with a great generation 
of two-mile chasers and he’s another joy to 
behold. The rest are racing for second, but 
God’s Own would be the one to take in the 
‘without’ market. He looks a definite runner, 
he beat Vautour in the Irish Champion Chase 
at Punchestown at the backend of last season 
and he ran a fine race in the Tingle Creek.

Sky Bet I can’t see any horse troubling 
Douvan, who has always looked a superstar 
of the game. It would have been fascinating to 
see Altior take him on but I guess we’ll have to 
wait a while longer for that. Opposition looks 
thin on the ground and Garde La Victoire, 
at double-figure prices, is the selection in 
the betting ‘without Douvan’ non-runner no 
bet market. 

Sporting Index He’s a superb two-mile 
chaser who will scare off plenty of others. 
It’s conceivable God’s Own could be ridden 
to pick up the pieces for a place.

William Hill I’m not Douvan’s biggest fan. He 
has proved very little this season and wasn’t 
that impressive in winning the Arkle, but sadly 
opposition looks thin on the ground. God’s 
Own could be the one to chase him home.

Is Unowhatimeanharry one of 
the big bankers in the Stayers’ 
Hurdle? 
Bet365 I’m still not convinced by him despite 
the form book. He’s hard to read as he idles in 
front, but he’ll have to work harder in March. 
It’s easy to make an each-way case for Cole 
Harden at double-figure odds. Spring ground 
will be ideal for him.

Betfair His form looks a fair way clear of the 

opposition he’s likely to face and it’s hard 
to oppose him strongly. Shaneshill looks a 
decent each-way alternative given how well 
he seems to go at Cheltenham.

Betfred He has handsomely beaten all British 
challengers and was super impressive in the 
best trial last time. The only one certain to 
turn up from Ireland at this point looks to 
be Shaneshill and he could prove the main 
danger.

Betway Unowhatimeanharry always does just 
enough, but you get the impression he would 
keep finding more if required up the hill. 
He seems to have all the British challengers 
covered, so if he does get beaten chances are 
it will be by an Irish raider.

BoyleSports Our traders have been very 
impressed with him and he’s one of the top 
six ante-post losers for the firm. However, if 
Jezki is aimed at the race he could well put 
it up to him.

Coral He looked beatable on his last two 
runs but he seems to have stepped up on 
last year’s form again this season and has to 
go well. Jezki could still be a big danger if 
connections decide to go down the three-mile 
route with him.

Ladbrokes I would have nagging doubts 
about him at a short price on fast ground. 
He looked a bit slow at stages in last season’s 
Albert Bartlett and if the ground is like it is at a 
typical festival, I’m not sure it would suit him. 
Lil Rockerfeller seems somewhat forgotten 
after one poor run but his close second to 
Yanworth, giving 4lb, at the beginning of 
the season is arguably the best bit of form 
in the book.

Paddy Power Unowhatimeanharry is one 
of the leading fancies I’d be keen to take 
on. He often just does enough and could be 
vulnerable. Jezki is the each-way bet and 
don’t be put off by his effort in the Red Mills 
on ground he doesn’t like over a trip that may 
be a touch sharp for him these days. He’s all 
class, loves spring ground and it would be 
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fantastic to see him add a Stayers’ Hurdle to 
the trophy cabinet.

Sky Bet It’s fair to say as a popular horse 
Unowhatimeanharry will be many people’s 
idea of a festival banker and a terrible result 
for the bookmakers. He has beaten everything 
put in front of him this season. However, 
the Irish might have a say and Jezki could 
be a real contender over a trip he hasn’t had 
many goes at.

Sporting Index He has never looked like 
being beaten this season and has won on all 
four visits to the track. Shaneshill could be 
an each-way player as we know he’s being 
aimed there.

William Hill Unowhatimeanharry looks 
a solid favourite and will be hard to beat. 
Shaneshill has a good record at the festival 
and could finish in the places again.

What do you fancy for the novice 
hurdles?
Bet365  Melon seems short 
enough in the Supreme market. 
It looks a strong race this 
year and he’s had just the 
one run over hurdles, so 
his inexperience is a 
negative. Ballyandy 
is better value. I’m 
with Finian’s 

Oscar in the Neptune, West Approach in 
the Albert Bartlett and Mega Fortune in the 
Triumph.

Betfair I’m a big Moon Racer fan and if 
he shows up in the Supreme I think he’s a 
certainty, with Ballyandy giving his form a 
strong boost in the Betfair Hurdle. I’d like 
to see Ballyandy go for the Neptune, where 
he’d have a strong chance, while Peregrine 
Run looks a big price in the Albert Bartlett 
given his form with Wholestone and West 
Approach, particularly if the ground comes 
up good. I think Melon is an awful price on 
what he’s done so far.

Jezki: could serve it up to 
Unowhatimeanharry if 

sent down Stayers’ route
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Betfred I’m a big fan of Charli Parcs and 
he can win whichever race he’s declared 
for, while Neon Wolf looks a smart type too 
and he can land the Neptune. Melon has to 
be the one who’s in a false position in the 
market, priced up on his connections rather 
than evidence. Defi Du Seuil clearly has an 
engine but his jumping will need to be better 
in a good-ground, big-field Triumph Hurdle.

Betway Melon looks too short in the Supreme 
on all known form. I like Bunk Off Early as 
he ran a great race in the Deloitte with early 
keenness probably costing him. It’s hard 
to form a view in the Neptune until nearer 
the time, while West Approach has to go 
very close in the Albert Bartlett. He’s been 
running with great credit outside of novice 
company and was beaten only three lengths 
by Unowhatimeanharry in the Cleeve. Defi  
Du Seuil looks one of the most solid favourites 
of the week in the Triumph and will be hard 
to beat.

BoyleSports Melon has been the ante-post 
gamble for the Supreme and that result 
will set the tone for us for the week. Bunk 
Off Early was eyecatching at Leopardstown 
in the Deloitte and he could be the one to 
cause an upset. Finian’s Oscar will be hard 
to oppose in the Neptune and is at present 
number  three in our top six losers. Death 
Duty is all the rage for the Albert Bartlett. 
The Triumph is turning out to be an exciting 
betting heat and my money will be going on 
the Gordon Elliott-trained Mega Fortune. 

Coral I’d expect people to chase after Melon 
– the price is very much based on connections 
rather than form. Bunk Off Early for the same 
yard ran a lovely trial in the Deloitte and that 
could be a key bit of form as I’d be keen on 
Bacardys in whichever of the staying races 
they decide to run him in. Augusta Kate 
seems a forgotten horse, favourite for last 
year’s Champion Bumper, and she had every 
chance when falling behind strong Albert 
Bartlett favourite Death Duty. If she were to 
run in one of the staying novice races I would 

side with her, getting the allowance. Defi Du 
Seuil is a favourite I’d be keen to oppose on 
the day in the Triumph as I’m not sure there 
is much substance to his form and I expect 
one of the Irish juveniles to improve past him.

Ladbrokes The Supreme is definitely open 
for a shock as I don’t particularly like anything 
at the top of the market. I was impressed 
by Bacardys last time in Ireland and would 
support him wherever he turns up. Finian’s 
Oscar is another market leader who hasn’t 
impressed me. Other novice hurdlers on my 
radar are Neon Wolf (Neptune), Any Drama 
(Albert Bartlett) and Coeur De Lion (Triumph).

Paddy Power Bunk Off Early is the one at 
the prices in the Supreme. If you stopped 
the video on the home turn in the Deloitte, 
he looked the winner and was just run out of 
it on ground a touch too soft for him. With 
better underfoot conditions he should play 
a part. You have to respect Melon’s chances 
but he’s skinny enough for a maiden hurdle 
winner. Finian’s Oscar won nicely on his debut 
with a big reputation and has increased that 
by showing he was versatile enough to drop 
back to two miles. He’s open to any amount of 
improvement and the Neptune trip looks ideal. 
Gordon Elliott earmarked the Albert Bartlett 
from an early stage for Death Duty and he’s 
done everything asked of him. I could see him 
gaining real momentum in the market in the 
coming weeks. I’m mad about Defi Du Seuil 
for the Triumph and he could progress to be 
a real Champion Hurdle contender next year.

Sky Bet The Sky Bet Supreme Novices’ 
Hurdle looks open this year if the market is 
anything to go by.  Melon has a big reputation/
connections but you can’t help thinking his 
price looks too short based on what he’s 
achieved so far. I prefer Ben Pauling’s High 
Bridge, who is improving all the time and 
could represent some value.  Death Duty will 
be hard to beat in the Albert Bartlett, which 
looks like the race he’ll contest, but I also like 
West Approach.  He could only manage 11th 
in the race last year but has improved since 
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and his form in the Long Walk and Cleeve this 
season must give him every chance.

Sporting Index High Bridge could run a big 
race in the Supreme as he brings a deal of 
experience to the table. Neon Wolf looked a 
class act at Haydock and I would fancy him 
strongly wherever he turned up. Death Duty 
promises to be even better over three miles 
and has the look of a good thing in the Albert 
Bartlett, while in the Triumph Defi Du Seuil 
stands out in a race that could cut up.

William Hill I like Bunk Off Early in the 
Supreme and would be respectful of Let’s 
Dance in the Neptune or Albert Bartlett, in 
which Death Duty looks plenty short enough. 
Rather boringly I think Defi Du Seuil will be 
hard to beat in the Triumph.

Which novice chasers stand out?
Bet365 Altior is ‘bar a fall’ in the Arkle, 
Yorkhill is no value at all in the JLT and I prefer 
Disko here after his strong Leopardstown win, 
with Coney Island my idea of the RSA winner.

Betfair The opposition to Altior and Yorkhill 
in the Arkle and the JLT looks quite weak. In 
the RSA I’m very sweet on Alpha Des Obeaux, 
who is sure to be primed for the race by 
Mouse Morris.

Betfred Altior is clearly the obvious one but I 
will put up Charbel each-way in the Arkle as 
he beat Top Notch at Uttoxeter on his chasing 
debut and was fifth in a Supreme. Yorkhill will 
be many people’s banker if going for the JLT 
as now seems likely, while Alpha Des Obeaux 

Alpha Des Obeaux: has 
plenty of supporters 

for the RSA Chase
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has been supported by some shrewd judges in 
the RSA. He was second in a World Hurdle.

Betway It’s impossible to see past Altior in the 
Arkle. In the JLT there’s no doubting Yorkhill’s 
ability but he has his quirks and I wasn’t 
overly impressed last time. Disko seemed to 
relish the drop in trip at Leopardstown and 
must go close. Might Bite’s Kempton form 
looks outstanding. If his jumping holds up, 
he should win the RSA, but it’s quite a big if.

BoyleSports Altior is the new aeroplane in 
Nicky Henderson’s yard and, judging by the 
way he polished off his rivals at Newbury, 
his opponents in the Arkle will be running 
for pride and place money. Yorkhill is one of 
our top six losers in the Cheltenham ante-
post books and it’s hard to find anything that 
can upset him in the JLT. He seemed to have 
plenty in the tank when he was eased down 
at Leopardstown last time out. The RSA has 
seen the momentum of support build up for 
Might Bite over the past few weeks but I like 
Alpha Des Obeaux as a solid each-way bet.

Coral Altior looks unbeatable if he stands 
up. Yorkhill will have to show more than he 
has done so far over fences, which is entirely 
possible, but Politologue looks to have a 
decent chance in the JLT and the course 
should suit him well. The RSA looks very 
open with Might Bite having the standout 
bit of form in the book but slight doubts as to 
whether Cheltenham really is his track – his 
win there was in a weak novice hurdle.

Ladbrokes The Arkle is Altior’s to lose, 
whereas the other two look more open. 
Might Bite has the best form in the RSA but 
his jumping isn’t foot-perfect and there’s a 
suspicion he could be a bit of a flat-track 
bully. Belami Des Pictons has crept under the 
radar but posted a big figure at Warwick last 
time and is now four from five for the Venetia 
Williams yard. Yorkhill is opposable at a short 
price in the JLT and Flying Angel looks an 
interesting each-way play at big prices.

Paddy Power The Arkle is a one-horse race. 
I think Eddie Harty will go for the JLT with 

Coney Island after his Leopardstown defeat 
and he has lots of upside at 10-1. The RSA is a 
tough one but American dismissed Champers 
On Ice in good style at Warwick and he looks 
a solid each-way alternative to Might Bite.

Sky Bet You couldn’t fail to be impressed 
with Altior when he won at Newbury and 
he looks nailed on for a weak Arkle. Nicky 
Henderson also has two strong contenders in 
Top Notch for the JLT and Might Bite for the 
RSA. Both have been visually impressive this 
season but at a bigger price Charbel looked a 
horse worth following when second to Altior 
in December. He is fresh for this time of year 
and is open to any amount of improvement 
after just two starts over fences.

Sporting Index Nicky Henderson has sound 
claims of pulling off a big treble with Altior, 
Top Notch and Might Bite. Throw in Beware 
The Bear in the four-miler and he could be 
looking at a clean sweep in the novice chases.

William Hill The Arkle should be a procession 
for Altior. I’m less convinced by the claims of 
Yorkhill and Might Bite in the JLT and RSA 
respectively and if there’s cut in the ground 
I would be a fan of Waiting Patiently and 
American in those races.

What are the biggest losers in 
your book? 
Bet365  We laid plenty of 10-1 about 
Thistlecrack to win the Gold Cup soon after 
last year’s World Hurdle win, he’s our biggest 
position so far, with Melon in the Supreme 
not far behind, but we’re in good shape on 
the other races. It could be worse.

Betfair Melon is our biggest loser at the 
moment as we laid him at big prices prior to 
his maiden hurdle win. We’ve also been best 
price Thistlecrack since his defeat by Many 
Clouds and it’s fair to say he won’t be a great 
result for us.

Betfred  It has not been a huge ante-
post frenzy this season due to the issues 
surrounding so many leading contenders 
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and previous defections and late changes. 
The biggest liability is on Thistlecrack and 
there have been plenty of multiples including 
both Douvan and Altior. The biggest move 
elsewhere is for A Genie In Abottle in the 
National Hunt Chase.

Betway Unowhatimeanharry and Thistlecrack 
would be our two biggest losers at the 
moment. Douvan’s too short for most punters 
and we’ve laid a fair bit of Fox Norton each-
way.

BoyleSports Our ante-post liabilities will all 
depend on how Melon gets on in the Supreme. 
He’s the worst ante-post loser for the firm and 
if he wins the multiples will start to grow. The 
absence of Faugheen, Annie Power and Min 
has eased the pressure a little bit but the result 
of the Supreme will determine the liabilities 
for the week. Thistlecrack is the second-worst 
result for us in the Gold Cup and the liability 
for Yorkhill in the JLT continues to grow.

Coral Thistlecrack is by far the worst loser 
currently and probably of the last few years. 
A rather more unique one in the Pertemps 
is that we’ve seen plenty of Tobefair in our 
Welsh shops. He’s won seven on the bounce 
and we can never get back what we’ve paid 
out on him and the eight-timer at the festival 
really would be the straw that breaks the 
camel’s back. Best of luck to them, though, 
it’s a great story.

Ladbrokes Thistlecrack is by far the biggest 
loser and one horse we definitely want beaten. 
We also have a significant liability on Defi 
Du Seuil and will be hoping faster ground 
catches him out.

Paddy Power The Irish punters love a 
dark unraced one and Melon is one we 
laid for plenty before his Irish debut. 
Unowhatimeanharry would be another 
poor result.

Sky Bet Thistlecrack is by far the biggest 
loser in our ante-post markets, having been 
available at 10-1 at the end of last year’s 
Cheltenham Festival, and he’ll also be a 

terrible result on the day.  Other notable 
losers are Moon Racer in the Sky Bet Supreme 
Novices’ Hurdle, Yanworth in the Champion 
Hurdle and Unowhatimeanharry in the 
Stayers’ Hurdle. JP McManus looks to have a 
strong hand this year and his market leaders 
could run up significant liabilities.

Sporting Index As a spread betting company 
we don’t have ante-post liabilities, but come 
the week we’ll be against favourites and big 
distances.

William Hill Altior in the Arkle looks one 
for the punters but we can be more hopeful 
of getting Thistlecrack (Gold Cup), Death 
Duty (Albert Bartlett) and Moon Racer 
(Supreme) beaten.

Who are the ones to watch from 
Ireland?
Bet365 A Genie In Abottle looks just the type 
for the National Hunt Chase, while On The 
Fringe is my idea of the odds-against Irish 
banker in the Foxhunter after his excellent 
comeback run.

Betfair Death Duty looks to have a really 
strong chance having done nothing wrong 
all season. I also like the look of Battleford 
in the Martin Pipe at 10-1. Willie Mullins has 
a very good recent record in this race and I 
get the feeling it may have been the plan for 
Battleford all along.

Betfred Other than Douvan, I expect the Irish 
to latch on to Cantlow in the cross-country, 
On The Fringe in the Foxhunter and they will 
also land the Mares’ Hurdle, probably courtesy 
of Apple’s Jade. Carter McKay’s bumper form 
is working out really well but I’ll be against 
Melon in the traditional Irish banker stakes, 
the Supreme Novices’.

Betway There aren’t as many Irish bankers as 
in recent years, with Willie Mullins having a 
weakened hand. A Genie In Abottle has been 
heavily backed in the four-miler, with Jamie 
Codd set to take the ride, and On The Fringe 
has been backed as though defeat is out of 
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the question in the Foxhunter. Death Duty 
looks short enough in the Albert Bartlett, as 
does Yorkhill in the JLT.

BoyleSports Yorkhill will be hard to oppose 
in the JLT and I’d be wary about getting stuck 
into Carter McKay in the Champion Bumper. 
The Irish banker of the festival for me is On 
The Fringe in the Foxhunter, having impressed 
on his return to the racecourse at Leopardstown 
to finish a close second to Foxrock.

Coral Airlie Beach in the mares’ novice hurdle 
has been favourite for a while but, if Let’s 
Dance runs, I’d prefer her of the two Mullins 
runners. The Deloitte one-two of Bacardys 
and Bunk Off Early look good and I’ll follow 
that form line at the festival. With Douvan 
looking short enough for your average punter, 
Death Duty in the Albert Bartlett could be one 
of the Irish bankers of the week.

Ladbrokes They’ll have more than their 
share of handicap winners and Squouateur 
looks to have been laid out to try to be one of 
them. He has started slowly over fences but 
as a consequence he should get a mark in the 
mid-130s. There was more sign of life last time 
over an inadequate trip and it shouldn’t be 
forgotten he was sent off 9-4 favourite at last 
year’s festival off 141. Bacardys would be my 
Irish banker at a price wherever he turns up.

Paddy Power It will be interesting to see what 
marks Phil Smith allocates some of the Irish 
raiders and I’ll be looking out for Tony Martin’s 
Long Call in the Fred Winter. Gordon Elliott’s 
The Storyteller looked extremely well treated 
on his initial British mark but that may now 
change. I think Monalee will outrun his odds 
whichever novice engagement he takes up.

Sky Bet A couple of likely Irish raiders who 
appear to have slipped under the radar 
somewhat are Red Jack for the Champion 
Bumper and Kemboy in the Albert Bartlett. 
Red Jack had subsequent impressive winner 
Debuchet behind when landing a Naas bumper 
on his debut, impressing with how quickly he 
saw off that rival having moved smoothly into 
things in the straight. He’s entitled to improve 

for the experience, comes from a yard that 
does well in this sphere and looks overpriced.

Sporting Index Apple’s Jade has the look of a 
good thing in the Mares’ Hurdle and Cantlow 
likewise in the cross-country chase, but Melon 
could be worth taking on in the opener.

William Hill I like Bunk Off Early, Let’s 
Dance and Sizing John. Sub Lieutenant can 
go close in the Ryanair and in the handicaps 
Isleofhopendreams and The Storyteller could 
be interesting.

Give us a value bet for the festival
Bet365 Gigginstown House Stud to be the 
top owner. The biggest armies usually win 
the wars, they’ll be competitive in most 
races throughout the meeting and 3-1 looks 
very fair.

Betfair Romain De Senam at 20-1 in the 
Close Brothers Novices’ Handicap Chase on 
day one. He was second in the Fred Winter 
last year off a mark of 136 and should just 
sneak into this race off 137, which would 
suggest he’s well handicapped, particularly 
as he looks potentially a much better chaser 
than he was a hurdler.

Betfred Martello Tower in the National Hunt 
Chase. He’s an Albert Bartlett winner and has 
run fairly well in Graded novice company this 
season. The four-mile trip will serve him well.

Betway More Of That each-way in the Gold 
Cup. He had every chance when falling at the 
last in the Irish Gold Cup and if he’s regained 
his old sparkle he could cause a bit of an upset.

BoyleSports Royal Caviar in the Arkle. This 
horse caught my eye as a real prospect to 
follow way back when he won a point-to-point 
at Castletown Geoghegan. He was unlucky in 
the Irish Arkle when falling at the last and, 
although I can’t see him upsetting Altior, he 
looks each-way value at his current price.

Coral Augusta Kate if she’s declared to run 
in the Neptune or Albert Bartlett.

Ladbrokes I think Auvergnat shouldn’t be far 
off favourite in the cross-country and rates a 
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solid each-way bet. There aren’t that many 
contenders this year and he should continue 
to improve as he gets more experience of the 
unique course.

Paddy Power Quick Jack in the County 
Hurdle. He has had one spin this winter 
when an eyecatching fifth in the old Ladbroke 
at Ascot. He could pitch up with serious 
prospects for previous winning connections 
Tony Martin and John Breslin.

Sky Bet Not many Willie Mullins novices 
head into the festival appealing as a value 
selection, but there is reason to think Kemboy 
can offer more than his current price of 25-1 
suggests in the Albert Bartlett. He may have 
finished a long way behind stablemate Let’s 
Dance at Leopardstown last time but he was 
value for a good deal better behind a more 
experienced rival, doing well to get as close 
as he did after a mistake two out and being 
short of room turning in. 

Sporting Index One who seems sure to have 
just the one target in a handicap is Presenting 
Percy in the Pertemps Final. He has few miles 
on the clock and must have claims of giving 
his trainer another win in the race following 
Mall Dini last year.

William Hill Sceau Royal can run well in 
an open renewal of the Champion Hurdle.

What’s your best bet of the 
festival?
Bet365 I‘d love to see Heartbreak City run 
in the Coral Cup or County Hurdle. He’s very 
well handicapped over hurdles, but of course 
has many other options on the Flat as well. 
If he runs at the festival he’ll be carrying my 
money as well as most of Ireland’s.

Betfair I like Alpha Des Obeaux for the RSA at 
10-1 in what looks a weak renewal. He boasts 
strong festival form from last year and I have 
plenty of faith in his trainer having him in top 
form for Cheltenham.

Betfred Charli Parcs to win the Supreme or 
the Triumph Hurdle.

Betway Uxizandre in the Ryanair. He ran 
a blinder, staying on behind Un De Sceaux, 
when having his first run in almost two years. 
He’s entitled to come on for that run and 
could easily reverse the form over the extra 
half-mile to take this prize again.

BoyleSports I’m a sucker for each-way value 
and I have to go with Bacardys in the Albert 
Bartlett. Patrick Mullins put him to sleep at 
the start of the Deloitte at Leopardstown and 
gradually snuck him into the race. He will 
relish the step up in trip and at 10-1 he looks 
a solid each-way bet.

Coral Buveur D’Air to confirm his eyecatching 
Supreme run in the Champion Hurdle in what 
looks a weak year, with his Aintree defeat of 
Petit Mouchoir, Limini, North Hill Harvey and 
Agrapart looking all the better now.

Ladbrokes Bacardys wherever he turns up. 
He holds the strongest form in the novice 
hurdle book and he can only improve with 
Ruby Walsh back on.

Paddy Power Defi Du Seuil in the Triumph. 
He looks a class above his rivals.

Sky Bet Uxizandre in the Ryanair Chase. Alan 
King’s nine-year-old has an excellent record 
at Cheltenham, with his last victory coming 
in this race at the 2015 festival. Although he’s 
had his problems with being off the track until 
January, he showed the ability still remains 
behind Un De Sceaux in the Clarence House 
Chase. Understandably he wasn’t given a hard 
time that day and I’d expect him to beat that 
rival on the likely better ground back up in 
trip when he meets him again at the festival.

Sporting Index Having mentioned Nicky 
Henderson’s strong hand for the novice 
chases, he may be able to nick a handicap 
or two as well, which would make him a big 
runner for the top trainer award.

William Hill With many horses who had 
looked like Ryanair contenders switching their 
attention to the Gold Cup after Thistlecrack’s 
defeat, the shorter race could cut up and Sub 
Lieutenant must go close.
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Marcus Buckland 
highlights some 
key lessons from 
last year’s meeting
Don’t ignore  
the obvious
It was a year to forget 
for bookmakers with ten 
successful favourites in the 28 
races. A further seven races 
were won by the second 
favourite and another by the 
third choice in the market.

The biggest-priced winner 
came in the 28th and final 
race, Solar Impulse (28-1) in 
the Grand Annual Handicap 
Chase. There were only eight 
double-figure winners across 
the four days, and seven of  
them were in handicaps.

In a year of  few upsets, the 
four championship races were 
won by Annie Power (5-2), 
Sprinter Sacre (5-1, main 
picture), Thistlecrack (evens) 
and Don Cossack (9-4).

Headgear angle
Headgear changes are always 
worth noting and four of  last 
year’s winners were wearing 
a certain type of  headgear 
for the first time, all of  them 
in handicaps. These were 
Ballyalton (12-1, first-time 
cheekpieces) in the Close 
Brothers Novices’ Handicap 
Chase, Diego Du Charmil 
(13-2, first-time tongue-tie) 
in the Fred Winter Juvenile 
Handicap Hurdle, Mall Dini 
(14-1, first-time tongue-tie) 
in the Pertemps Final and 
Solar Impulse (28-1, first-time 

blinkers) in the Grand Annual.
Any Currency’s win at 

11-1 in the Glenfarclas 
Chase cannot be included 
in this statistic as he was 
later disqualified, although 
it is worth noting he was 
running only in cheekpieces 
as opposed to the hood and 
cheekpieces he had worn on 
his three previous starts.

Experience is key
Experience at Cheltenham 
again proved important with 
19 of  the 28 winners having 
already run at the course. 
Fifteen of  the 19 had won at 
the track before, seven of  
them over the same course 
and distance. Five of  them 
were winning at the festival 
for at least the second time.
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Champion Hurdle), both on 
the freshest ground on day 
one and both ridden by Ruby 
Walsh. 

In the 14 Grade 1 races, 
two winners were front-
runners, six tracked leaders, 
four came from midfield and 
two from the rear.

A much clearer pattern 
developed in the five 
handicap hurdles, all won by 
horses ridden in midfield. 

Three of  the five handicap-
chase winners were hold-up 
horses (plus one who tracked 
the leaders and one who 
raced in midfield).

Old boys’ network
Handicap hurdle races at the 
festival have tended to be a 

happy hunting ground 
for five- and six-year-

olds in recent seasons but 
last year’s Coral Cup was 
a different story with 
three eight-year-olds 
dominating the finish. 

Watch out for 
Russell in handicaps
Davy Russell (left) has a 
tremendous record in festival 
handicap hurdles and he 
made it three Coral Cup 

victories since 2008 when 
steering 12-1 shot Diamond 
King home in front last March. 
His two previous winners 
of  the race were Naiad Du 
Misselot (7-1) and Carlito 
Brigante (16-1). The Irishman 
added the Pertemps Final 
to his CV with 14-1 chance 
Mall Dini, making it a hugely 
profitable meeting for his 
supporters.

Stay off the pace
Horses ridden in midfield had 
the best record at last year’s 
festival (11 winners), followed 
by those who tracked the 
early lead (nine) and those 
held up at the rear of  the field 
(six). Out of  the 28 races, 
only two of  the winners made 
the running (Douvan in the 
Arkle and Annie Power in the 
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By Sam Walker

CHAMPION HURDLE This race blew wide 
open when Faugheen and Annie Power were 
ruled out. Buveur D’Air took up the favourite’s 
mantle after being rerouted from a novice 
chase campaign, but he still has plenty to 
find on RPRs and I’m happy to take him on.

The ten-year average RPR for Champion 
Hurdle winners stands at 169, with a high 
of 173 (Hurricane Fly) and a low of 162 
(Annie Power).

Buveur D’Air has a peak rating of 156 and, 
while he’s open to improvement, only one 
Champion Hurdle winner in the last ten years 
arrived with a lower RPR than 162, so there’s 
plenty of speculation built into his current 
price of 7-2 – particularly considering he 
prefers soft ground.

Petit Mouchoir (166) would be a more 
realistic favourite and he leads the Irish 
challenge af ter winning Grade 1s at 
Leopardstown on his last two starts.

He has stepped forward a lot from his novice 
form and trainer Henry de Bromhead is having 
a great season, so he could be the now horse 
for the now trainer.

Yanworth looked a superstar in the making 
before getting chinned by Yorkhill in the 
Neptune last year. He bounced back from that 
defeat with a couple more wins and improved 
his RPR to 165 in the Christmas Hurdle at 
Kempton, which puts him right in the mix.

Apple’s Jade (169, including her mares’ 
allowance) would be an intriguing contender 
if she turned up as she leads the RPRs judged 
on last year’s form (once you factor in her 
allowance) but she may go elsewhere.

Footpad caught the eye last time when 
staying on late and closing down Petit 
Mouchoir to a length in the Irish Champion 
Hurdle. He can hit the frame at 25-1.

GOLD CUP It’s easy to come down on either 
side of the Thistlecrack debate but the truth 
probably lies somewhere in the middle.

You could take the view Colin Tizzard’s 
nine-year-old was always destined to be a 
chaser and that he’s so classy he managed 
to dominate the staying hurdle division en 
route to what could be an even better career 
over fences.

Or you could argue the novice still has 
questions to answer over his jumping and 
stamina as far as the Gold Cup in concerned 
and that his defeat in the Cotswold Chase 
proved he is eminently beatable.

He made Cue Card look second-rate when 
powering off the bend in the King George VI 
Chase, which makes him potentially the class 
act in the Gold Cup field. But is an extended 
3m2f around Cheltenham at a fast pace the 
best place to showcase that talent?

On the ratings he’s right up there with the 
ten-year average RPR for Gold Cup winners 
judged on his King George performance, 

Now is the time  
for Petit Mouchoir 
and De Bromhead
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worth a mark of 178. But he ran below that 
level (174) in the Cotswold Chase, where 
he didn’t travel with such fluency and his 
jumping came under a bit more pressure.

He still looks the most likely winner and 
ranks a fair favourite, but if the extra furlong 
and hotter pace in the Gold Cup shaves 
another couple of pounds off his rating his 
class advantage could dwindle away.

When you get down to the low 170s there 
are a host of challengers ready to upset the 
favourite, but there’s also Cue Card (180), 
who has the edge over Thistlecrack on RPRs.

Also trained by Tizzard, Cue Card is another 
live player if you overlook his defeat in the 
King George. He was a 15-length winner 
over Coneygree in the Betfair Chase and 
scored by the same margin at Ascot last time. 
Both those performances were of Gold Cup-
winning standard.

He fell when going well in last year’s Gold 
Cup and has a great record at the festival, 
having won the Champion Bumper and 
Ryanair Chase, as well as finishing second in 
an Arkle. Judged on his best form it would be 
no surprise to see the old boy win.

Champagne West would be a bit more of a 
surprise package if he went in but it’s not out 
of the question for the Thyestes Chase winner 
to step up on the big day.

He posted an RPR of 170 when winning 
the Thyestes under a big weight last time and 
he has won round Cheltenham before. He has 
every chance of hitting the frame at a nice price.

CHAMPION CHASE Douvan, Douvan, 
Douvan. Will we ever get to the bottom of 
him? He has won all nine starts over fences 
with effortless ease and nothing has ever 
finished within six lengths of him.

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A peak RPR of 178 ranks him among the 
best horses in training and there’s every 
chance he can break the 180 barrier when he 
finds a rival to push him that high, although 
he may have to wait for a clash with Altior to 
hit those heights.

His best rating last season did not come in 
his Arkle success and there’s a chance this 
race will not provide the highlight of his 
season, but he shouldn’t have to get close to 
his best to win.

The bookies are understandably taking 
no chances and he’s been odds-on in the 
ante-post lists all season. He should win at a 
short price, so the place market is a bit more 
interesting.

Garde La Victoire looks the best bet to hit 
the frame at a tasty price of 33-1. A Grade 2 
winner over course and distance, he was a top 
novice last season and went off co-favourite 
for the JLT Novices’ Chase, where he fell when 
still going well.

His latest RPR of 164 is good enough to 
make the top three in a typical year and that 
might not be his limit

STAYERS’ HURDLE The favourite 
Unowhatimeanharry has enjoyed a miraculous 
turnaround in his career. He hadn’t won from 
11 attempts over hurdles just two years ago 
and since then he has won eight in a row, 
bagging a string of top races including last 
year’s Albert Bartlett.

He is the clear pick of the British contingent, 
having run to RPRs of 167 for wins at 
Newbury, Ascot and Cheltenham this season, 
which puts him just 4lb shy of the ten-year 
average for winners of this race (171).

A repeat of that level may be enough but 
he’s short enough in the ante-post lists and

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remains vulnerable to a smart second-season hurdler. It’s a pity 
Yanworth is heading to the Champion Hurdle, as there is every 
chance he will rate higher than Unowhatimeanharry at some stage 
and he has never looked short of stamina.

Nichols Canyon deserves his chance to shine after finishing third 
in a Neptune and third in a Champion Hurdle and the step up to 3m 
might be the making of him. He was a Listed winner over 1m7½f 
on the Flat and excelled over 2m4f as a novice, and Graham Wylie 
has always wanted a replacement for Inglis Drever, his triple winner 
of this race. On a good day Nichols Canyon can hit 166 and that 
should put him right up there.

RYANAIR CHASE It’s hard to pick a runner in the Ryanair let 
alone a winner but Empire Of Dirt (167) or Outlander (170) should 
turn up, as they represent sponsor Michael O’Leary’s Gigginstown 
House Stud.

2m2f over fences and looks a beatable 
favourite.

NOVICE CHASES Altior is the banker of the 
meeting. He’s the only horse capable of giving 
Douvan a run for his money and in the novice 
division he looks completely untouchable.

He posted a massive RPR of 175 when 
demolishing Fox Norton and Dodging Bullets 
at Newbury last time and that figure puts 
him 15lb clear of all his potential rivals in 
the Arkle Chase.

The seven-year-old has a similar profile 
to four of the last five winners of the race: 
Sprinter Sacre, Simonsig, Un De Sceaux and 
Douvan. They all arrived with peak RPRs of 
167 to 171, went off favourite and won by 
margins of six to seven lengths.

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of honour before finally meeting the mighty 
Douvan next season.

With the Arkle odds as they are, you are 
probably better avoiding the favourite and 
looking at something like Charbel to place 
or in the ‘without favourite’ market.

Charbel was a decent hurdler but Kim 
Bailey has always seen him as a chaser and 
given the way he jumps it is easy to see why. 
An RPR of 153 puts him right in the mix for 
minor honours and with just two chase runs 
on the board there is probably better to come.

Might Bite (165) makes the odd mistake 
but if he gets round he will be the one to beat 
in the RSA Chase.

He was miles clear and staying on strongly 
at Kempton on Boxing Day before falling at 
the last. If he had stood up he would have 
clocked a faster time than Thistlecrack 
achieved in the King George over the same 
course and distance.

At longer odds Shantou Vil lage is 
interesting. He was favourite for the Albert 
Bartlett last year and looks at least as good 
over fences, having posted RPRs of 152 on 
his last two starts.

Disko (157) and Coney Island (156) 
represent the leading Irish form. The JLT 
has been mentioned for Disko, while Coney 

Island could be heading to the RSA. Both are 
rated high enough to be considered a possible 
winner in an average year.

NOVICE HURDLES Defi Du Seuil is the class 
choice for the Triumph Hurdle. His peak RPR 
of 150 is above the pre-race best of any of 
the last ten winners and it is better than five 
of the last ten winners achieved on the day.

He won Graded races by wide margins on 
his last two starts and if he handles the hustle 
and bustle he could be simply too good.

Mega Fortune looks the pick of the Irish 
after posting an RPR of 143 for his three-and-
a-half-length success over Bapaume (140) in 
the Spring Juvenile Hurdle at Leopardstown.

Like a lot of Gordon Elliott’s youngsters, 
Mega Fortune has improved his RPR on every 
start and there is a chance he will progress 
again on the big day.

Supreme Novices’ Hurdle favourite Melon 
was impressive on his debut for Willie Mullins, 
winning a Leopardstown maiden by an easy 
ten lengths and posting an RPR of 138+.

However, his short price has an awful lot of 
speculation built into it, as he will need to find 
another 18lb to match the ten-year winning 
average for this race (156). He also lacks 
experience with just one run over hurdles.

Cheltenham 2017 The Festival Guide
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Ballyandy looks a far more solid proposition. 
He had the class to win the Champion Bumper 
last year and proved he handles a big field 
and fast pace by landing the Betfair Hurdle 
at Newbury in February.

His RPR of 151 is better than most Supreme 
winners arrive with and the way he travelled 
at Newbury suggests he might have a bit more 
in the locker. He looks the one to back against 
the favourite.

Willie Mullins and the Riccis haven’t had 
the best of luck this season but they still 
have plenty of arrows to fire at Cheltenham 
and Let’s Dance can hit the target for them 
in the Neptune.

Let’s Dance is currently a shorter price for 
the Mares’ Hurdle but, with her connections 
having Vroum Vroum Mag for that one, this 
one may well end up in the novice race and 
16-1 looks a good price.

As a mare she gets a 7lb weight concession 
from the geldings, which means her peak RPR 
of 146 puts her at the head of the ratings.

Neon Wolf (149) has been on a clear upward 
curve this season and can be expected to 
improve again. The ten-year average for 
Neptune winners stands at 155, which could 
be in range.

Gordon Elliott’s Death Duty (150) heads 
what is potentially a strong Irish team in the 
Albert Bartlett Novices’ Hurdle. He is short 
enough at 2-1 but he is unbeaten from four 
starts over hurdles and could develop into a 
top-class stayer.

At the odds it might be worth taking him 
on with the Willie Mullins-trained Penhill 
(148), who relished the step up to 3m to win 
a Grade 2 at Limerick in December.

Colin Tizzard’s West Approach (157) 
tops the ratings after finishing close to 
Unowhatimeanharry and Cole Harden in the 
Cleeve Hurdle last time, but his strike-rate 
of one win from 11 starts doesn’t inspire 
confidence.

Any Drama (150) could be a bit of a 
wildcard for Harry Fry after dotting up at 
Market Rasen last time.

GOLD CUP In the past decade a Topspeed 
figure of at least 157 has been needed to land 
the race on seven occasions and six winners 
achieved 164 or above, which makes clear 
that the ability to jump fluently and at speed 
in a pressure-cooker environment is essential.

Nine winners boasted a pre-race figure 
above 150 but the ability to go much higher 
is a tremendous asset, with six of them having 
reached at least 164.

This year all those listed in the table 
opposite have a career-best rating of 150-
plus and around half have achieved that 
benchmark in the current season.

The two most recent winners, Coneygree 
and Don Cossack, are missing but they were 
the ‘quickest’ winners since 2010 and on 
that evidence Djakadam, who was second 
both times, richly deserves to make it third 
time lucky. Figures in defeat of 167 and 162 
highlight his chance, with Cue Card being 
the only other leading contender who has a 
career-best figure above 160.

Djakadam ran a fine race in unfavourable 
circumstances last year, as he did not have 
the ideal preparation and the ground was 
quicker than he would like.

Cue Card, a faller three out when bang 
in contention last year, has an excellent 
overall profile and an enviable timeline at 
the festival since winning the Champion 

Bumper in 2010. He was below par when 
beaten by Thistlecrack in a moderately paced 
King George at Kempton but looked back to 
his best at Ascot and it would be no surprise 
to see him prove the pick of Colin Tizzard’s 
strong team.

Thistlecrack just crept on to the list when 
beaten by Many Clouds at Cheltenham in 
January. While he will have benefited from 
the experience against battle-hardened rivals 
in a truly run race, he may still come up short.

CHAMPION HURDLE Brain Power has got 
his act together this season and in a wide-open 
year he may prove the best option. Beaten on 
his first start this winter, he won a moderately 
paced Sandown handicap under top weight 
in December and followed up in fine style 
at Ascot two weeks later, showing his true 
colours in a strongly run handicap.

A pre-race best above 150 has been the 
benchmark in the past decade but failure to 
get there did not stop Sublimity, Faugheen 
and Annie Power from winning. Brain Power 
is within touching distance on 148 and he 
boasts the highest figure of any runner this 
season, an extremely positive pointer.

Another yet to reach 150 is Brain Power’s 
stablemate Buveur D’Air, who has been 
switched back from chasing. He was third 
in the Supreme Novices’ Hurdle 12 months 
ago and claimed the scalp of Petit Mouchoir 
at Aintree in April.

CHAMPION CHASE A measure of the 
quality of this race is that the average winning 
Topspeed rating in the past decade is 160 and 
a figure above 150 has been required to win 
all but once in that period. Just two of the 
last ten winners went to post with a pre-race 
rating of less than 150. 

This year’s renewal looks at the mercy of 
Douvan, who has been almost flawless in 
winning all nine starts over fences. Willie 
Mullins’ spring-heeled seven-year-old won 
the Supreme Novices’ Hurdle in 2015 and 
was imperious in the Arkle last year. He 
underlined his finesse with a clear-cut success 
at Punchestown in February and the rest are 
seemingly playing for places. 

The 2014 winner Sire De Grugy has been 
in fine form this season, recording figures of 
154 and 151, and will have his supporters 
each-way at least.

Special Tiara was a creditable third behind 
Sprinter Sacre 12 months ago and on decent 
ground could run well again. 

God’s Own produced a lifetime best on the 
stopwatch when a close third behind Un De 
Sceaux and Sire De Grugy in the Tingle Creek 
and, while Douvan is in a different league, 
Tom George’s consistent nine-year-old could 
improve on his fourth in the race last year.

STAYERS’ HURDLE Despite the race title a 
test of stamina does not materialise too often. 
Only four of the past ten winners broke the 
150 mark and the rest were well below what 
could be expected for a championship race. 
An average winning mark of 134 suggests 
there are plenty with chances even with 
Unowhatimeanharry as warm favourite.
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RYANAIR CHASE

Jezki appears to have better 
prospects  t han most .  The 
2014 Champion Hurdle winner 
defeated Hurricane Fly on 
his only attempt at three 
miles at Punchestown in 
2015 and was having his first 
run since then when successful 
at Navan in January, although 
he was slightly disappointing 
at Gowran next time. If the 
race develops into its customary 
‘crawl’ his finishing speed could 
prove decisive. 

The New One has been as good as 
ever this season and invariably acquits 
himself well in the Champion Hurdle. He 
has yet to race beyond 2m5f but would be 
of great interest here if connections decided 
to swerve the Champion.

Cole Harden, winner two years ago and 

fourth last season, hinted at a return to form 
when chasing home Unowhatimeanharry at 
Cheltenham in January and better ground 
will be in his favour. 

Unowhatimeanharry is eight from eight 
since joining Harry Fry and has gone from 
strength to strength. His timeline suggests he 
will not be inconvenienced whichever way the 
race is run but this looks by far his stiffest task.

RYANAIR CHASE  Topspeed ratings 
illustrate how this contest has grown in stature 
as a championship race. A figure above 150 
has been needed to win the race every year 
since 2007 and four of the last five have 
raised the bar above 160. Seven of the past 
ten winners had a pre-race best above 150.

Uxizandre (below), winner of the race two 
years ago, has plenty in his favour. He was 
never headed when he won and his Topspeed 

figure of 163 was one of the best at the 
2015 festival. He bettered standard time 
by almost six seconds, underlining just 

what searching fractions he had set.
He had been sidelined since 

that sparkling triumph until he 
reappeared at Cheltenham in 
January and was an excellent 
second behind Un De Sceaux in 

the rescheduled Clarence House 
Chase. Alan King’s nine-year-old 
exceeded expectations and with 

improvement anticipated he 
has solid credentials. He 

has five lengths to find 
with his Clarence House 
conqueror but the longer 

trip is in his favour.
Prospective rivals are hard 

to predict, with many holding 
alternative engagements, but 

if Taquin Du Seuil makes the 
line-up his chance would have 
to be respected. Sixth behind 
Vautour last year, he proved a 
neck too good for Village Vic at 
Cheltenham in November and 
has a decent record at the course.

The Jonjo O’Neill-trained  
ten-year-old has an 
outstanding festival record 
and even his last-time-out 
11th of  14 in the Sky Bet 
Handicap Chase should 
not act as too much of  a 
deterrent. Last year he was 
pulled up in the same race 
and then finished second in 
the Ultima Handicap Chase. 
That took his festival record 
to 1142 (the wins were in the 
2013 Pertemps Final and what 
is now the Ultima in 2014).

Uxizandre
The 2015 Ryanair Chase 
victor has a place in history 
as Sir Anthony McCoy’s
final Cheltenham Festival 
winner but he was off  for 
22 months after that success 
until returning to action in 
January with a fine five-length 
second to Un De Sceaux in 
the Clarence House Chase, 
which set him up for another 
crack at the Ryanair. The Alan 
King-trained nine-year-old 
now has two wins and two 
seconds from four starts at 
Cheltenham and has recorded 
his three best Racing Post 
Ratings at the course.

Shaneshill
The Willie Mullins-trained 
eight-year-old is set for a 
fourth crack at the festival, 
where he has finished second 

for the past three years 
across all spheres – the 
Champion Bumper, 
the Supreme 
Novices’ Hurdle 
and the RSA 
Chase. He was 
switched back to 
hurdling after last 
year’s half-length defeat by 
Blaklion in the RSA and has 
improved in that sphere this 
season, winning the Grade 2 
Galmoy Hurdle on his latest 
start. His best performance 
of  each season has been at 
the festival and any more 
improvement would give him

Three of  Moon Racer’s five 
starts for David Pipe have 
been at Cheltenham and he 
has won all three, including 
the 2015 Champion Bumper 
and a Grade 2 novice hurdle 
in November. The form of  
the hurdles win is pretty 
good, as he had Betfair Hurdle 
one-two Ballyandy and 
Movewiththetimes behind him 
in third and fifth, and he has 
long been a leading fancy for 
the Supreme Novices’ Hurdle.

Bless The Wings  
(main picture)
A novice handicap chase 
winner at Cheltenham 
for Alan King in 2012, he 
switched to Gordon Elliott 
two years later and has put 
together a good string of  
results at the track for his 
new yard. He was second 
to The Package in the 2015 
Kim Muir and then took up 
cross-country racing, finishing 
3422 in that sphere at 
Cheltenham. His latest effort 
in December was a nine-
length second to Glenfarclas 
Chase favourite Cantlow but 
he was conceding 10lb and 
the festival race is run at level 
weights.

a good shout in the Stayers’ 
Hurdle.

Whisper
Nine of  Whisper’s 20 races 
have been at Cheltenham 
and he clearly loves the 
place, with his only two 
poor performances at the 
track coming in last season’s 
lacklustre campaign. The 
Nicky Henderson-trained 
nine-year-old has been back 
on song this season with wins 
at Cheltenham on his two 
runs over fences, including 
the Grade 2 Dipper on New 
Year’s Day. His Cheltenham 

record now reads 41315P811 
(including Coral Cup victory 
at the 2014 festival) and he 
looks set to go for the JLT 
Novices’ Chase (probably) or 
the RSA Chase.

More Of That
This season has not gone 
to plan for the 2014 World 
(now Stayers’) Hurdle winner, 
although he was running a big 
race in the Irish Gold Cup last 
time out when he unseated at 
the last.

GOLD CUP Colin Tizzard’s Venn Farm 
yard houses three of the top four in the 
Timico Cheltenham Gold Cup betting, and 
two of them clashed in a memorable King 
George VI Chase on Boxing Day. The Kempton 
showpiece has been contested by half the Gold 
Cup winners in the past decade, and three of 
them were successful in both races.

Cue Card, a faller three out in last year’s 
Gold Cup, had not been at his best behind 
Irish Cavalier in Wetherby’s Charlie Hall Chase 
first time out, perhaps finding himself in front 
too soon. However, suggestions that he was 
on the downgrade proved premature when 
he slammed Conygree by 15 lengths to win 
his third Betfair Chase at Haydock.

Stablemate Thistlecrack went to Kempton 
after swatting aside the opposition in 
novice chases at Chepstow, Cheltenham 
and Newbury, and announced his arrival at 
the top table with a breathtaking display. 
Cue Card could not live with Thistlecrack 
from the home turn and the younger horse’s 
margin of victory could have been extended 
considerably. However, Cue Card was a stone 
or so off his best, only just holding second, 
and probably prefers softer ground nowadays.

It was a surprise when Thistlecrack lost his 
unbeaten status over fences in the BetBright 
Cotswold Chase at Cheltenham a month later, 
when Many Clouds beat him a head in a titanic 
battle with the rest well adrift. Thistlecrack’s 
jumping wasn’t quite as slick as it had been 
previously and he met an opponent who 
fought to the last. His defeat didn’t appear to 
be a case of him failing to stay, but the Gold 
Cup is run over an additional furlong with a 
larger field assured, and his natural ebullience 
will ask questions of his stamina in March.

Tizzard’s third serious contender is Native 
River, who put himself right in the mix when 
landing the Hennessy Gold Cup at Newbury 
off a BHA rating of 155, before adding 
the Welsh National at Chepstow from the 
same mark. Those victories were posted in 
similar style, as he forged clear after racing 
prominently all the way. He faced just two 
rivals in the Denman Chase back at Newbury, 
and chief opponent Bristol De Mai finished 
lame, but Native River impressed in coming 
away on the run-in after waiting in front, 
showing unexpected pace. He possesses 
all the necessary qualities for Cheltenham, 
with stamina and guts to go with his obvious 
class. Denman and Bobs Worth both won the 
Hennessy in their Gold Cup-winning seasons. 

Runner-up in the last two Gold Cups behind 
Coneygree and Don Cossack, both of whom

Both wins came 
when he was allowed to set his own pace, 
something that will prove trickier in a larger 
field at Cheltenham. The grey might well have 
three Grade 1s to his name had he not fallen 

when in contention in the Fighting Fifth at 
Newcastle. Now with Henry de Bromhead, 
Petit Mouchoir was trained by Willie Mullins 
last season, when he went down by just a neck 
to Buveur D’Air in a novice hurdle at Aintree. 

Nicky Henderson, trainer of Buveur 
D’Air,has another challenger at single-figure 
prices in Brain Power, who landed valuable 
and classy handicaps at Sandown and Ascot 
before Christmas. The second win, in the race 
best known as the Ladbroke, was gained in 
a quick time and Brain Power has 7-8lb in 
hand of Buveur D’Air on the figures. Rooster 
Booster in 2002-03, however, was the last 
Champion Hurdle winner to have contested 
handicaps that season. 

The New One stayed on too strongly for 
old foe My Tent Or Yours in Cheltenham’s 
International Hurdle and had to dig deep 
again to secure the Haydock Champion Hurdle 
Trial in January. In between those victories 
The New One proved no match for Yanworth 
in the Christmas Hurdle and, admirable 
though he is, it is hard to see him proving 
quite good enough in his fourth crack at the 
major prize. Neither the International nor the 
Haydock Trial has had much influence on the 
Champion Hurdle in recent years.
Verdict In an open year perhaps Brain Power 
can find the necessary improvement. Yanworth 
is sure to run well (Richard Lowther)

Gigginstown have 
another Ryanair horse in Sub Lieutenant, who 
beat Outlander in the Titanic Belfast Chase at 
Down Royal in November. He’s run solid races in 
defeat since, behind Djakadam and Outlander 
at Punchestown and Sizing John at Thurles. On 
both occasions he was ahead of Black Hercules. 

Josses Hill won the Peterborough Chase 
at Huntingdon in convincing style, jumping 
with an assurance he hasn’t always shown. 
He was beaten only seven lengths when last 
of five in the King George afterwards and at 
least we know the Ryanair is his festival target.  
Verdict It’s hard to see past Douvan in the 
Champion Chase. Uxizandre makes plenty of 
appeal in the Ryanair (Richard Lowther)  

STAYERS’ HURDLE Unowhatimeanharry 
has gone the same traditional route that 
Thistlecrack took prior to winning at last 
season’s festival and he has passed with flying 
colours. First up was a smooth success over 
Nigel Twiston-Davies’s tough Ballyoptic in the 
Grade 2 Long Distance Hurdle at Newbury’s 
Hennessy meeting in November. That was 
followed by a more workmanlike win in the 
Grade 1 Long Walk at Ascot in December, 
when he emerged out of thick fog to defeat 
reliable Lil Rockerfeller, with Ballyoptic 
coming to grief when held at the last.

He then completed the hat-trick with 
another ready success back at Cheltenham in 
the Grade 2 Cleeve on Trials Day in January, 
idling after taking the measure of 2015 World 
Hurdle winner Cole Harden. In each of those 
three outings he recorded an RPR of 167. 
Winner of all four outings at Cheltenham, and 
adaptable regards going conditions, he has 
a huge chance of taking his form to an even 

higher level by landing the Stayers’ Hurdle 
at the festival.

Cole Harden has been rejuvenated after 
looking in decline. A solid third in the 
Relkeel on bad ground on New Year’s Day 
was backed up by a cracking effort to push 
Unowhatimeanharry in the Cleeve, again on 
going plenty soft enough. He was in receipt of 
8lb and will renew rivalry on level weights, 
but he adores a sound surface and holds 
strong claims of going close again. It is worth 
remembering he is still only an eight-year-old.

This race is among a host of options for 
Vroum Vroum Mag. Having successfully taken 
over from Quevega in the Mares’ Hurdle last 
year, Willie Mullins’ versatile eight-year-old 
became a strong Stayers’ contender when 
taking the Grade 1 Christmas Hurdle at 
Leopardstown. She was narrowly on top of 
stablemate Shaneshill prior to his final-flight 
fall and is well served by a decent test now. 
Despite a valuable mares’ allowance of 7lb, 
her form falls short of Unowhatimeanharry’s.

Shaneshill gained compensation when 
taking the Grade 2 Galmoy at Gowran Park 
in January, the same trial won by Alpha Des 
Obeaux prior to a fine second to Thistlecrack 
last season. He has been runner-up at the past 
three festivals and better ground in March 
would bring him into play.

However, the biggest challenge from Ireland 
comes in the shape of 2014 Champion Hurdle 
winner Jezki. Jessica Harrington’s nine-year-
old successfully returned from injury that 
forced him to miss last term in a conditions 
hurdle at Navan in January, although he was 
then beaten at Gowran. He has been aimed 
at this race and won a Grade 1 on his only 
previous start over 3m. He certainly has the 
class to have a big say.
Verdict JP McManus holds the key, with 
Unowhatimeanharry having taken the three top 
trials and ticking all the right boxes. McManus’s 
Jezki is a big contender as well and remains 
unexposed as a stayer. The 2015 winner Cole 
Harden makes strong each-way appeal back on 
a sound surface (Dave Orton)
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NOVICE CHASES Even before old rival 
Min defected, the Arkle was Altior’s to lose. 
Last year’s Supreme winner has been pretty 
flawless since his chasing debut at Kempton 
in November. He then took the Grade 1 Henry 
VIII at Sandown from the gutsy runner-up 
Charbel before comfortably completing a 
hat-trick in the Grade 2 Wayward Lad at 
Kempton’s Christmas meeting. However, it 
was a foray out of novice company in the 
Grade 2 Game Spirit at Newbury in February, 
usually a strong pointer for the Champion 
Chase, that cemented him as the real deal. 
Nicky Henderson also used that as an Arkle 
prep for the brilliant Sprinter Sacre in 
2012 and Altior could not have been more 
impressive on ground softer than ideal. He 
soared over the final five fences and easily saw 
off Champion Chase contender Fox Norton. 
The handicapper gave him an official rating 
of 170 afterwards, already putting him 1lb 
ahead of last year’s winner Douvan at the end 
of his novice campaign and also 1lb better 
than Sprinter Sacre heading into his Arkle tilt.

Plausible alternatives are thin on the 
ground. Nine-year-old Some Plan (below) took 
the Irish Arkle at Leopardstown in January. 
That was a highly eventful race, though, and 
the form is miles below Altior’s level.

Henderson also trains Top Notch, runner-up 
in the 2015 Triumph Hurdle, who has really 
come good this season over fences. He is the 
next best to the hot favourite on form, but it

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would be a huge surprise if he ran in the Arkle 
rather than JLT over 2m4f on the Thursday. 
That looks one of the weakest Grade 1s at this 
year’s festival and the six-year-old stamped 
himself as one of the leading players with a 
clear-cut success in the Grade 1 Scilly Isles at 
Sandown in February over 2m4f. He isn’t too 
tall but coped fine with the daunting fences 
that day. With some give underfoot, he will 
be a threat to all.

The JLT revolves around last season’s 
Neptune winner Yorkhill, who made it 
two out of two over fences in a Grade 3 at 
Leopardstown in January. Despite not looking 
a complete natural so far, he is surely capable 
of more and would be a firm favourite if 
confirmed for the JLT. After injuries to Willie 
Mullins’ big guns, however, reverting to the 
smaller jumps for the Champion Hurdle is a 
live possibility.

Another serious Irish contender is Disko, 
who ran his rivals ragged in the Grade 1 
Flogas Novice Chase at Leopardstown in 
February. That usually falls to a high-class 
novice and Noel Meade’s grey proved right 
at home switched to front-running, reversing 
form with old rival Our Duke, who just got 
the better of him in a Grade 1 over 3m at the 
Leopardstown Christmas meeting.

The JLT has so far eluded champion trainer 
Paul Nicholls. Politologue is a live chance this 
year, though, with his best form not far off 
the market principals, and he arrives after a 
breeze at Kempton in February.

The staying division is muddling. Henderson 
trains RSA ante-post favourite Might Bite, who 
would have been a wide-margin winner of the 
Grade 1 Kauto Star at Kempton on Boxing Day 
but for a final-fence fall. The form of that race 
was boosted when the lucky winner Royal 
Vacation subsequently took apart a handicap 
at Cheltenham in January from a mark of 143. 
Might Bite got back on track in a soft affair at 
Doncaster and heads an ordinary bunch on 
form, although the last eight-year-old to win 
the RSA was Rule Supreme in 2004.

With Bellshill having plenty to prove after a 

flat run in the Flogas, Ireland’s chief RSA hope 
looks to be Coney Island, who won the Grade 
1 Drinmore at Fairyhouse in December, before 
splitting Our Duke and Disko at Leopardstown 
when upped to 3m later that month. He is 
open to plenty of improvement as a stayer, 
although a run in 2017 would be preferred.

The National Hunt Chase looks something 
of a mixed bag. Noel Meade is due to saddle 
A Genie In Abottle, who looked a dour stayer 
when just touched off by Anibale Fly, second 
in the Drinmore, in a key trial at Navan in 
January. The six-year-old can take his form to 
the requisite level over this marathon distance.

The British defence is headed by horses 
coming out of handicaps. Nicky Henderson 
has yet another festival hope here in Beware 
The Bear, who is two out of two over fences 
and has improved 18lb to a mark of 148. That 
puts him firmly in the mix.
Verdict Only the fences stand in the way 
of Altior winning the Arkle. With doubts 
surrounding Yorkhill, Nicky Henderson can 
also take the JLT with the tenacious Top 
Notch. However, his Might Bite is vulnerable 
to an improver in a cloudy RSA. A Genie In 
Abottle stands out in the National Hunt Chase 
(Dave Orton)

NOVICE HURDLES Willie Mullins’ 
much-hyped Melon delivered on his belated 
hurdling debut at Leopardstown in January. 
The French Flat winner powered away from a 
useful sort and appeared to have a lot of scope. 
That was only a maiden hurdle, but the form 
doesn’t put him too far off the best novices and 
Mullins found it hard to hide his excitement. 
Inexperience is a worry, and he was guessy 
at times on his debut, but if Melon is slick in 
that department he can have a big say.

Mullins also has Bunk Off Early, runner-up 
in the key Grade 1 Deloitte at Leopardstown 
behind stablemate Bacardys in February. It 
was just his second start over hurdles, after 
taking his maiden there at the Christmas 
meeting, and the former Flat winner was 
unfortunate not to have followed up. He ran 
freely and found himself in front soon enough 
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after travelling easily to the last. Back at 2m 
in a strongly run race on a sound surface, he 
ought to peak.

Nicky Henderson broke Mullins’ dominance 
last season when Altior gave him a first win 
since 1992. This time he looks set to rely on 
Charli Parcs, who made it two out of two as 
a hurdler on his British debut at Kempton in 
December. Henderson sent out Binocular at 
the same age to finish runner-up to Captain 
Cee Bee in 2008 and Charli Parcs will hold 
sound claims of being the first juvenile to 
succeed since Hors La Loi in 1999.

Moon Racer would be a danger to all if 
he goes for this race. Absent since landing a 
messy Grade 2 at the course in November, he 
had some decent types behind that day and 
his 2015 Champion Bumper win also came 
off a long break. However, the last eight-year-
old to win the Supreme was Like-A-Butterfly 
in 2002.

Harry Fry has a Supreme contender if Neon 
Wolf takes his place, but it is more likely 
that the unbeaten six-year-old  will head to 
the Neptune Novices’ Hurdle instead. He 
has impressed for Fry, making deep ground 
look more like good to firm in the Grade 2 
Rossington Main at Haydock in January. An 
Irish point winner, he is likely to improve for 
a step up in trip and it is worth noting his win 
between the flags came on a sound surface.

Finian’s Oscar, ante-post favourite for the 
Neptune, took the 2m Grade 1 Tolworth on 
bad ground at Sandown in January, having 
scooted home over 2m5f at Hereford on his 
rules debut the previous month, and landed 
a hat-trick in a weak Listed race at Exeter in 
February. He is flattered by his five-length 
Tolworth win as runner-up Capitaine, who 
had taken the Grade 2 Kennel Gate at Ascot, 
hit the second-last when still going well. 
However, Colin Tizzard’s unbeaten five-year-
old is another who could have plenty more 
to offer back up in distance. There is also the 
option of the Supreme, should it be wet on 
the first day.

Ballyandy, last year’s Champion Bumper 

winner, turned a corner when landing a 
gamble in the competitive Betfair Hurdle in 
February and would have sound claims if 
turning up. He loves a big field.

Bacardys’ success in the Deloitte shot 
him to the front of Willie Mullins’ Neptune 
pecking order. He is proven at the festival, 
having finished third in last year’s Champion 
Bumper, and shapes as though he is crying 
out for a stiffer test.

The smart Death Duty made it four out of 
four over jumps in the Grade 1 Lawlor’s Hotel 
Novice Hurdle at Navan in January. He was 
just on top prior to Augusta Kate falling at 
the last. Going over 3m in the Albert Bartlett 
promises further progress and he is a solid 
favourite.

West Approach, only 11th in the Albert 
Bartlett last year, finished third in the Grade 
2 Cleeve on Trials Day in January and has to 
be considered a serious player back against 
novices. He is held by old rival Wholestone on 
earlier Cheltenham form, though, and Nigel 
Twiston-Davies’s dual Grade 2 winner is the 
most solid of the home defence.

It looks like a decent Triumph Hurdle. JP 
McManus won it with Ivanovich Gorbatov 
last year and his main hope is Defi Du Seuil, 
a worthy favourite after five wins since going 
hurdling for Philip Hobbs. He is three out of 
three at Cheltenham and rates well up to an 
official mark of 150.

The Irish contingent have been beating 
themselves. The key trial is the Grade 1 Spring 
Juvenile Hurdle at Leopardstown in February 
when it was Mega Fortune’s turn to come out 
on top, winning in first-time cheekpieces from 
Bapaume, who had him two places back when 
taking a Grade 2 there in December.
Verdict Charli Parcs rates a value alternative 
to Melon in the Supreme, as he has greater 
experience and the stronger form despite being a 
juvenile. Neon Wolf, who took a key trial and has 
yet to come out of second gear, makes definite 
appeal in the Neptune. Death Duty will take 
plenty of beating in the Albert Bartlett, while 
Defi Du Seuil rates a standout in the Triumph 
Hurdle (Dave Orton)

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Airlie Beach Mares’ Novice Hurdle
She has an unblemished record, winning all 
of her seven races, six of them over hurdles. 
We never saw her as being a Grade 1-winning 
mare but she has been a revelation this 
season and achieved that Grade 1 success in 
the Royal Bond at Fairyhouse in December. 
She had a busy time of it and we decided to 
give her a good break and to train her for the 
festival. She’s entered for a few races but it’s 
most likely that her target will be the mares’ 
novice hurdle.

Augusta Kate Mares’ Novice Hurdle
She won three bumpers before making a 
successful debut over hurdles at Thurles in 
November. We ran her in a Grade 1 over 2m4f 
at Naas in January and, although it was a big 
step up for a mare with only one run over 

hurdles behind her, she ran very well and had 
every chance when she fell at the final hurdle. 
She’s very smart and, although she lacks the 
experience of Airlie Beach, we’re thinking in 
terms of the mares’ novice for her.

Bapaume Triumph
He has shown good form in his three races 
for us, winning a Grade 2 at Leopardstown’s 
Christmas meeting before finishing second 
in a Grade 1 at the same track on Irish Gold 
Cup day. He was beaten fair and square by 
Mega Fortune but he deserves a shot at the 
Triumph. He jumps and stays well and better 
ground than he encountered last time will 
help his chance.

Bacardys Supreme/Neptune/Albert 
Bartlett
He fell when travelling well on his hurdling 
debut at Cork and then went on to win a 
maiden at Leopardstown’s Christmas meeting. 
We had to give him a short break after that 
win and when he went back to Leopardstown 
for the Grade 1 Deloitte, we were hoping 
he would jump better and benefit from the 
experience. So the fact he won that race, 
coming from behind, was very encouraging. 
He was staying on well at the end of the two 
and a quarter miles, giving the impression 
that longer trips would suit. He’s in the three 
novice hurdles at the festival and it will be 
a late call as to which of them he’ll run in, 
although stamina is probably his forte.

Ireland’s champion 
jumps trainer Willie 
Mullins talks about his 
leading contenders

‘Melon short of 
experience but  
has the ability’
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Bellshill RSA Chase
He won a couple of Grade 1 novice hurdles 
last season, one of them over three miles at 
the Punchestown festival, and started off well 
over fences, winning his first two starts. He 
jumped well at Gowran Park and Limerick but 
for some reason he was very disappointing at 
Leopardstown on Irish Gold Cup day. He was 
well out of contention when he fell at the final 
fence. He was fine afterwards and it wasn’t 
the first time he had run below expectations 
at Leopardstown. The RSA remains the plan 
once we’re happy with him.

Bunk Off Early Supreme
He was impressive when winning well on his 
hurdling debut at Leopardstown’s Christmas 
meeting, then went back to Leopardstown for 
the Grade 1 Deloitte and was a good second 
to Bacardys. He was a bit keen in both races 
but a strong pace at Cheltenham would suit 
him and he jumps very well. He has plenty of 
pace and the way he travels would suggest that 
dropping back to two miles in the Supreme 
rather than going up to 2m5f in the Neptune 
would be the logical thing to do.

Carter McKay Bumper
A point-to-point winner who has won both 
his bumpers and put up a good performance 
on his second start when easily accounting 
for his three rivals in a 2m3f race at Naas. We 
have a few other possibles for the race but 
Carter McKay deserves to take his chance. He 
stays well and should be capable of further 
improvement.

Clondaw Warrior Stayers’ Hurdle
We’ve stepped him up to three miles this 
season and he put up his best performance 
when running Vroum Vroum Mag close in 
a Grade 1 over the trip at Leopardstown in 
December. On the back of that run, he started 
favourite for the Galmoy Hurdle at Gowran 
Park but could only finish third behind 
Shaneshill. Better ground at Cheltenham will 
suit him and he deserves to take his chance 
in the Stayers’.

Djakadam Gold Cup
He hasn’t won in four visits to Cheltenham 
but he has run cracking races in the Gold 
Cup, finishing second to Coneygree and Don 
Cossack. A third tilt at the race has been the 
plan all season and we’ve given him a light 
campaign with that in mind. He won the John 
Durkan at Punchestown in December for the 
second year running and then finished a good 
third in the Lexus Chase. We decided against 
running him in the Irish Gold Cup to leave 
him fresh for Cheltenham. You’d like to think 
he might improve on his previous attempts.

Douvan Champion Chase
We’ve thought the world of him ever since we 
first worked him and his performances, over 
hurdles and fences, have emphasised his huge 
level of ability. He’s unbeaten in nine starts 
over fences and has won his three races this 
season by wide margins. He’s answered every 
question put to him and, while you can never 
take anything for granted, we’re hoping he 
can justify his position as hot favourite for 
the Champion Chase. 

Footpad Champion Hurdle
He stayed on well for second in the Irish 
Champion Hurdle, getting to within one 
length of Petit Mouchoir, who had beaten 
him by more than 14 lengths in December. 
He jumps and stays well and his owners 
are keen to let him take his chance in the 
Champion Hurdle.

Isleofhopendreams Pertemps Final
He’s a ten-year-old with very little racing 
done due to past problems. After he won 
well over fences at Cork in November, we 
decided to switch back to hurdles and he 
was very unlucky in the Pertemps qualifier 
at Leopardstown’s Christmas meeting when 
he finished well to be beaten only a head. He 
went on to win the Punchestown qualifier in 
good style and we hope there will be more 
improvement to come.

Let’s Dance Mares’ Hurdle/novice hurdles
Although she failed to win last season, she 
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gained plenty of experience running in high-
grade races and being placed a couple of times 
in Grade 1s. That experience has stood her 
in good stead and she is four from four this 
season. We have plenty of options for her and 
I’d imagine she’ll go for one of the staying 
races. Stamina appears to be her forte.

Melon Supreme
He won on the Flat in France and showed 
us plenty at home when we started working 
him. We had to give him time to come right 
and we started him off in a maiden hurdle 
at Leopardstown in January when he won 
by ten lengths. He jumped very well apart 
from the final hurdle and, as first runs over 
hurdles go, it was an impressive performance. 
We would have liked to get another race into 
him but there was nothing suitable. He lacks 
experience but has a lot of ability.

Nichols Canyon Champion/Stayers’ 
Hurdle
He’s been twice placed at the festival, finishing 
third in the Champion Hurdle last year and 
third in the Neptune in 2015. He won the 
Morgiana Hurdle in November for the second 
year running but failed to run to his best 
when beaten seven lengths in the Ryanair 
Hurdle at Leopardstown in December and 
he looked held in second place when he fell 
at the last in the Irish Champion Hurdle. He 
finished third in a Grade 1 in the US in May 
on his only attempt over three miles. Which 
race he goes for hasn’t been decided but it 
will probably be the Champion.

Penhill Albert Bartlett
He’s won five of his seven starts over hurdles 
and has proved himself quite adaptable 
in terms of going. He got three miles well 
when winning a Grade 2 by seven lengths at 
Limerick’s Christmas meeting and the Albert 
Bartlett is his target.

Shaneshill Stayers’ Hurdle
He has finished second on each of his 
three visits to the festival and is a versatile 
performer who has been running over hurdles 

since he ran in the RSA Chase last year. He 
won the Galmoy over three miles at Gowran 
Park in January and we decided against 
running him again before Cheltenham. The 
Stayers’ Hurdle is his target and he should 
represent us well.

Un De Sceaux Ryanair Chase
He has delivered two excellent performances 
this season, winning the Tingle Creek 
at Sandown and the Clarence House at 
Cheltenham. He’s shown he’s much more 
than an out-and-out front-runner and has 
found plenty in the closing stages of his two 
races. He’s in the Champion Chase but with 
Ruby [Walsh] keen on riding both him and 
Douvan at the festival, it’s much more likely 
that he will run in the Ryanair. He has won 
over the distance over hurdles, so the trip 
shouldn’t be a problem.

Vroum Vroum Mag Mares’/ Stayers’ Hurdle
She is entered for six races at the festival – 
three over hurdles and three over fences – and 
it’s most likely that she’ll run in one of the 
hurdle races as she hasn’t run over fences for 
a long time. She won the Grade 1 mares’ race 
at the meeting 12 months ago and, while we’ll 
be keeping our options open until late in the 
day, she could bid for a repeat. She wasn’t at 
her best when winning at Doncaster on her 
most recent start and we gave her a break 
before preparing her for the festival.

Yorkhill JLT
His win in the Neptune, in which he beat 
Yanworth, was one of three Grade 1 novice 
hurdle wins for him last season. We thought 
long and hard about what route to take this 
season – stay hurdling or go novice chasing. 
We eventually came down in favour of a 
chasing campaign and, while he is two from 
two over fences, his jumping has been a bit 
iffy with his tendency to jump to the left at 
most of his fences. He has a great engine and 
a lot of ability and hopefully he’ll be able to 
brush up his jumping. He’s also in the Arkle 
but the JLT is his more likely target.
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‘Politologue one  
of the best and  

ideal for JLT’
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Arpege D’Alene National Hunt Chase
He’s a good staying chaser and won his novice 
chase this season at Aintree. He was just 
beaten in the Pertemps Final at Cheltenham 
last year and has been running well over 
fences including at Cheltenham in January 
when he had plenty of weight in a handicap. 
He’ll go for the National Hunt Chase and 
four miles will suit him really well. He’s by 
Dom Alco and there’s no question of him 
not staying; he’s been crying out for a trip. 
He doesn’t want the ground bottomless and 
this has been the target from the start. Will 
Biddick will ride.

Capitaine Supreme
He won at Ascot before Christmas and it’s 
turned out a good race. I don’t know why we 
didn’t make the running at Sandown in the 

Tolworth, probably because we were a bit 
nervous about the ground, but he ran okay 
and made a mistake when he didn’t need to. 
He’ll be a great chaser next season.

Cliffs Of Dover Triumph
I schooled him just before he was going to go 
to Musselburgh and he knocked himself. It 
might be a race against time to get him there. 
If we can’t quite get him right this season for 
whatever reason he’ll be better next season 
when he’ll be a really good hurdler. He wants 
looking after and we could do with a few 
more like him.

Diego Du Charmil County Hurdle
He’ll have an entry for the County, but it might 
pay to wait for the Scottish Champion Hurdle 
or something like that. He likes to be fresh.

Dodging Bullets Grand Annual
He’s not the horse he was. The season he 
won the Champion Chase, he got to a level 
he hadn’t managed before or since. He looks 
great and I suspect he’ll end up running in 
the Grand Annual.

El Bandit Pertemps Final
He won well at Musselburgh and surprised 
us a bit. He’ll go for the Pertemps Final and 
there are races to be won with him.

Frodon JLT
I haven’t made a plan and there are some 
good races you can win either side of the

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festival. He’s tough and likes Cheltenham, 
but handicaps are out now as he’s rated 153 
and it’ll have to be a novice chase.

Modus Coral Cup
He’s rated 155 after winning the Lanzarote, 
so the handicapper hasn’t missed him.

Movewiththetimes Supreme/Neptune/
Coral Cup/County Hurdle
We thought he’d win his bumper and he 
duly obliged. He started off over hurdles 
at Fontwell in October and won well and 
was then beaten three and three-quarter 
lengths by Moon Racer at Cheltenham, but 
he couldn’t have got in any more trouble if 
we’d tried. It was one of those races where 
they all got into a muddle and it was a bit of 
a funny race. He got an awful run and the 
race never worked out. He then won again at 
Wincanton and I thought it was an awesome 
display to run Ballyandy so close in the Betfair 
Hurdle. He’s still learning about racing and 
will enjoy better ground. One thing for sure 
is he’ll make a really smart chaser in time and 
we like him a lot.

Politologue JLT
It was a good run from him at Haydock, 
giving 3lb to the winner, and he was rated 
152 off the back of that, which is not far off 

what Denman was at the end of his novice 
season. I was nervous about running him so 
soon after having a hard race but he was nice 
and relaxed in the hood at Kempton last time 
and that was job done. He’s one of the best 
novices around and I think he’ll go well at 
Cheltenham, and some of ours are definitely 
better on better ground. He’s the ideal horse 
to run in the JLT.

Saphir Du Rheu Gold Cup/Ultima 
Handicap Chase
He ran well at Cheltenham in January and 
was entitled to win at Kelso last time. He’s got 
his jumping together and I know the owners 
are keen to run in the Gold Cup. We really 
fancied him for the Hennessy but he didn’t 
jump well enough. However, that might have 
woken him up a bit.

Zubayr County Hurdle/Coral Cup
He surprised us last year by winning the 
Adonis at Kempton. He was dropped right 
out last and they went quick and he stayed on 
strongly. He was disappointing in the Betfair 
Hurdle on his first run since he had a little 
wind op. We haven’t quite found the key to 
him. I just think he’ll be better in the spring. 
He probably does want two and a half miles, 
but there’s more to come from him.

Saphir Du Rheu:

THE bar has been set high for Ireland’s 
Cheltenham raiding party in 2017 after last 
year’s record-equalling tally of 14 wins. That 
later became a record-breaking 15 when 
the Enda Bolger-trained Josies Orders was 
awarded the Glenfarclas Chase following the 

Mullins v Elliott an 
intriguing subplot in 
Cheltenham drama

disqualification of Any Currency, who tested 
positive for a prohibited substance.

Last year Annie Power was promoted 
from the bench by Willie Mullins to became 
the fourth consecutive Irish-trained winner 
of the Champion Hurdle and the Gordon 
Elliott-trained Don Cossack spearheaded a 
clean sweep of the first four placings in the

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Cheltenham Gold Cup, but the big-race picture 
looks less promising this year.

A high rate of attrition among leading 
jumpers in Britain and Ireland this season has 
taken an unforgiving toll on Irish hopes. Annie 
Power, her stablemate Faugheen, winner of 
the 2015 Champion Hurdle, and Don Cossack 
are three of the major names missing. 

Against the background of a domestic 
campaign largely defined by Elliott ’s 
increasingly potent threat to the Mullins 
dominance, the pair’s rivalry will provide 
an intriguing subplot to the Irish challenge. 
Another layer of drama involves Gigginstown-
owned horses previously trained by Mullins, 
now in other hands. One of them, Petit 
Mouchoir, has prospered since his transfer 
to Henry de Bromhead and holds a claim 
as Ireland’s leading Champion Hurdle hope 

following two Grade 1 wins at Leopardstown. 
Those races simultaneously dented the 
championship aspirations of the Mullins-
trained Nichols Canyon, third to Annie Power 
last year.

The other side of the coin for De Bromhead 
is the loss of horses owned by Alan and Ann 
Potts, notably Sizing John, who was stepped 
up from the two-mile division by Jessica 
Harrington to beat two former Cheltenham 
Festival winners, Empire Of Dirt and Don Poli, 
in the Stan James Irish Gold Cup. 

A handicap winner at last year’s fixture 
for the now retired Colm Murphy, Empire Of 
Dirt has maintained his rate of progression 
since joining Elliott. Don Poli, third in the 
race for Mullins last year, and another 
ex-Mullins horse Outlander, who gave a 
stout performance to beat Don Poli and 

Cruise control: progressive chaser Empire Of Dirt, a festival winner 
last year, comes home in good style to win the Troytown
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Djakadam in the Lexus at Leopardstown, help 
to give Elliott a fighting chance of a second 
Gold Cup. Djakadam, second last year and 
also-runner-up to Coneygree in 2015, will 
represent Mullins again.

Douvan, whose 13-race unbeaten record 
for Mullins has included the 2015 Supreme 
Novices’ Hurdle and the 2016 Arkle Chase, 
towers above his rivals in the Queen Mother 
Champion Chase. Stablemate Un De Sceaux, 
second to a rejuvenated Sprinter Sacre in that 
contest a year ago, is poised to step up in trip 
to lead the Irish challenge for the Ryanair 
Chase following victories in the Tingle Creek 
and the Clarence House Chase.  

In 2016 Mullins won the OLBG Mares’ 
Hurdle for the eighth consecutive year and 
also sent out Limini to win the inaugural 
mares’ novice hurdle. Despite a plethora of 
candidates – including the multiply entered 
Vroum Vroum Mag, Limini, the highly 
progressive Let’s Dance and Airlie Beach – 
the stable’s supremacy in the Grade 1 mares’ 
race is threatened by Apple’s Jade, second in 
the Triumph for Mullins last season and back 
in form for Elliott when narrowly beating 
Vroum Vroum Mag in the Hatton’s Grace at 
Fairyhouse in December. 

Let’s Dance, who has won all four races since 
chasing home Apple’s Jade at Punchestown 
last spring, and Airlie Beach, who stretched 
her unbeaten sequence to seven when winning 
the Royal Bond at Fairyhouse in December, 
are eligible for the novice races. Mullins 
could target the mares’ novice race with one 
of the pair, leaving the other to broaden his 
options for the three Grade 1 novice events 
in which he already holds a strong hand with 
the geldings.

The range of choice open to Mullins with his 
novice hurdlers makes these races a minefield 
for ante-post punters. Elliott may also delay 
some crucial decisions, although Death Duty, 
arguably the leading Irish staying novice, 
seems to be heading for the Albert Bartlett 
rather than the Neptune in which a high 
standard is set by the ex-Irish pointer Finian’s 

Oscar, a winner in this season’s autumn 
campaign before joining Colin Tizzard. 

Bacardys, winner of the Deloitte Novice 
Hurdle at Leopardstown, may represent the 
best hope for Mullins in one of the longer 
races. Melon and Deloitte runner-up Bunk 
Off Early will probably be among those on 
duty in the Supreme.

Mullins will also ponder the options for 
his novice chasers. Yorkhill, the pick of his 
team in this division, will presumably bypass 
Altior in the Arkle to contest the JLT. Eddie 
Harty’s Drinmore Chase winner Coney Island 
is perhaps the most interesting of the Irish 
contingent for the RSA Chase. 

In broad terms, the Irish novice chasers 
may make a less significant impact than the 
hurdlers, who also include a group of credible 
Triumph Hurdle contenders, comprising such 
as Mega Fortune (Elliott), Bapaume (Mullins) 
and Landofhopeandglory, whose trainer 
Joseph O’Brien was the ‘de facto’ handler of 
last year’s winner Ivanovich Gorbatov.

Last year’s eventual 15-winner haul was 
achieved despite a failure to win one of the 
races most readily associated with the Irish 
challenge, the Weatherbys Champion Bumper, 
Mullins, who has won the race on eight 
occasions, is set to bring a typically strong 
team, headed by Carter McKay, a winner at 
Leopardstown and Naas, and Ballyward, who 
won by a huge margin at the Leopardstown 
Christmas meeting.

Enda Bolger, for whom the promoted Josies 
Orders was a fifth winner of the cross-country 
event since its inauguration in 2005, supplies 
a leading candidate again in Cantlow. The 
County Limerick maestro will aim to create a 
slice of Cheltenham Festival history when On 
The Fringe lines up for the St James’s Place 
Foxhunter Chase, bidding to go one better 
than the other seven horses who have won the 
race twice in the post-war era. The 12-year-
old warmed up with a highly satisfactory 
second at Leopardstown and will not have to 
contend with the high-class winner Foxrock, 
who is ineligible.

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In order to match last year’s score the 
team will need to pick up a few of 
the handicaps. Popular fancies may 
include Tony Martin’s Heartbreak 
City (Coral Cup or County Hurdle), 
Arthur Moore’s Dandridge (Grand 
Annual), Pat Kelly’s 2016 Pertemps 
winner Mall Dini in his chosen 
handicap chase and his stablemate 
Presenting Percy in the Pertemps 
Final.

The fatal fall of  Our Conor in 
the 2014 Champion Hurdle 
robbed The New One, who 
was badly hampered, of  his 
best chance of  victory. He 
finished third behind Jezki 
but in two return visits he 
hasn’t got as close, finishing 
around nine lengths behind 
both Faugheen and Annie 
Power. Having clinched a 
record-equalling third win 
in the International Hurdle 
this season, The New One 
clearly acts on the course 

Sprinter Sacre and when he 
eased into the lead after the 
fourth-last punters looked set 
to collect. The appearance 
proved deceptive as he was 
unable to muster a challenge 
once Sprinter Sacre took him 
on. He has won both starts 
this season but has never 
run over a trip as far as the 
Ryanair Chase over fences.

Yanworth
He was predicted to be 
one of  the stars of  last 
year’s festival after a hugely 
impressive win on Festival 
Trials Day but in March 
he was outgunned by the 
superior Yorkhill. He looked 
a certain candidate for the 
Stayers’ Hurdle but has been 
switched to the Champion 
Hurdle and his preparation 
hasn’t been totally smooth.

and it is understandable Nigel 
Twiston-Davies has not given 
up on winning the big prize, 
but The New One’s best 
does not look quite good 
enough.

Djakadam
Willie Mullins has saddled 48 
festival winners but the one 
race that continually eludes 
him is the Cheltenham Gold 
Cup. He has saddled the 
runner-up four years running 
and Djakadam has finished 
second in the last two. They 
are the only times he has got 
round the course as he has 
fallen on his two other visits.

Un De Sceaux
He had looked so good last 
season that he was sent 
off  4-6 favourite for the 
Champion Chase in a field 
containing a rejuvenated 
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All change at the top
The main four feature 
races are set to have new 
champions again this year, 
with the 2016 winners either 
retired, injured or otherwise 
engaged.

Don Cossack never raced 
again after his Cheltenham 
Gold Cup triumph and was 
retired in January with a 
tendon injury, Sprinter Sacre 
has also been retired after 
crowning his career with 
a second Queen Mother 
Champion Chase success, 
Annie Power was ruled out 
of  her Champion Hurdle 
defence in January with a leg 
injury and Thistlecrack has 
moved from World Hurdle 
winner to Gold Cup favourite 
in his first season over fences.

That means all four races 
will have a different winner 
to last year, a scenario that 
has now occurred for five 
consecutive years. Before 
that, going back to 2003 to 
take account of  the foot-
and-mouth abandonment, 
the trend had been for at 
least one repeat winner (that 
happened eight times out of  
ten).

When this year’s new 
champions are crowned, 
many will fast-forward 12 
months and wonder if  they 
can do it again. Recent 
festivals prove how difficult a 
repeat victory is to achieve.

Beaten but unbowed
Merely getting to be favourite 
in a Grade 1 race at the 
festival is evidence of  strong 

form, clear ability and/
or a big home reputation, 
and the evidence from last 
year’s results is that beaten 
favourites should not be 
dismissed as having been 
over-hyped and exposed as 
not good enough.

In the 14 Grade 1 races in 
2015, there was an even split 
of  seven favourites who won 
and seven who were beaten. 
Yet those beaten favourites 
were well worth sticking with 
last year.

Six of  the seven beaten 
market leaders from the 2015 

Grade 1 races returned for 
another crack at the festival 
and, guess what, four of  
them won. Not only that, 
three of  them (Don Cossack, 
Annie Power and Sprinter 
Sacre) took championship 
feature races. The other who 
made a successful return was 
Black Hercules (sixth as 5-2 
favourite in the 2015 Albert 
Bartlett but the 4-1 winner of  
the JLT Novices’ Chase last 
year). 

Following those six 
returning beaten favourites 
last year would have yielded 
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Un De Sceaux finished second in 
last year’s Champion Chase at 

the festival, where Limini (below) 
landed the mares’ novice hurdle  

a profit of  +11.75pt to a 
level stake.

Once again, six beaten 
favourites from last 
year’s Grade 1 races 
are set to return for 
another go. The 
six are Yanworth, 
More Of  That, 
Un De Sceaux, 
Augusta Kate, 
Bristol De Mai 
and Shantou 
Village, which 
doesn’t look a 
bad shortlist in 
its own right.

Big day for Ireland
Only Thistlecrack in the 
World Hurdle could hold 
back the Irish tide on the 
Thursday of  last year’s festival 
when six of  the seven races 
went to the raiders in a rare 
show of  strength on what is 
traditionally a day dominated 
by the home team.

The JLT Novices’ Chase, 
the opening race on the card, 
has become an Irish benefit 
with five of  the six winners 
since it was introduced, 
but the other established 
Thursday races have been 
difficult for the Irish to win.

Mall Dini’s Pertemps Final 
win last year was the first for 
Ireland since 2006; Vautour 
took the Ryanair Chase from 
Britain for the first time since 
it was introduced in 2005; the 
Plate went to Empire Of  Dirt, 
the first Irish winner since 
1982; and Cause Of  Causes’ 
Kim Muir victory was only 
Ireland’s second since 1983.

The Trull House 
Stud Mares’ Novices’ 
Hurdle, won in its 
inaugural year by 
Limini, may become 

another benefit 
for Ireland (more 
specifically Willie 
Mullins) along 
with the JLT, but 
whether Ireland 
can keep up 
last year’s 
winning run 
in the other 
Thursday races 
is still open to 

question.

The Irish colossus has been leading trainer at the festival for the past four 
years and, while last year’s seven-winner haul was just short of his record 
eight in 2015, Nicky Henderson (seven in 2012) is the only other trainer 
to have had more than five at a single meeting.

Mullins now has 48 winners going back to Tourist Attraction’s Supreme 
Novices’ Hurdle success in 1995 and has moved to seven behind Henderson, 
the festival’s winningmost trainer on 55 (amassed over a decade longer 
than Mullins).

One big difference for Mullins this season is that he has lost the patronage 
of Gigginstown House Stud but, while that compromises his chance of an 
11th Irish title, it may not affect him too badly at the festival. Only two 
of the 24 winners that made him leading trainer for the past four years 
were in Gigginstown colours (the same horse, Don Poli, both times – in 
the 2014 Martin Pipe Conditional Jockeys’ Handicap Hurdle and the 
2015 RSA Chase).

Mullins relies on a big opening day to get him off and running. Seven 
of his 15 winners in the past two years came on the Tuesday, all in Grade 
1 company and with six of the seven returned as favourite at no bigger 
than 5-2. 

The market tells its story. At the past four festivals, Mullins has had 
a total of 34 favourites and 17 (50%) have won, perhaps surprisingly 
producing a profit in three of the years (+9.09pt overall). Only seven of 
his 24 winners in that period did not start favourite (and four of those 
were second favourite).

Traditionally the stable’s main strength in Grade 1 races has been over 
hurdles, particularly over 2m, but Mullins has won six Grade 1 chases in 
the past two years (having not done so since 2009).

He drew a blank in handicap hurdles last year but has had six winners 
since 2010 (four at double-figure odds). Excluding the Fred Winter Juvenile 
Handicap Hurdle, which he has never won, his strike-rate in that period is 
6-49 (+35.5pt) and the key targets have been the County Hurdle (3-19, 
+39pt) and Martin Pipe Conditional Jockeys’ Hurdle (3-12, +14.5pt).

Of his eight Champion Bumper winners, six were five-year-olds who 
had won their sole outing prior to arriving at Cheltenham.

The master of Seven Barrows is the most successful trainer at the festival 
with 55 winners and his totals in the past eight years read 3/3/2/7/4/1/2/2, 
preceded by rare blanks in 2007 and 2008. In that period, however, Willie 
Mullins has outscored him 36-24 and is now up to 48 overall, putting 
pressure on Henderson’s top spot.

Henderson has assembled a strong team this year, however, and perhaps 
he could have a festival to rank with his ‘magnificent seven’ of 2012. With 
Altior set to lead the charge in the Arkle Chase, swiftly followed by Buveur 
D’Air and Brain Power in the Champion Hurdle, the opening day could 
develop into a major battleground with Mullins, traditionally strongest 
on the Tuesday. How they fare that day should be a good pointer to their 
chances through the week.

Altior’s victory in the Supreme Novices’ Hurdle was one of Henderson’s 
brace last year, along with Sprinter Sacre’s emotionally charged triumph in 
the Queen Mother Champion Chase. Already being compared to Sprinter 
Sacre, Altior is unbeaten in nine starts over jumps and became the fourth-
highest-rated chaser of the season with his Newbury success in February.

Henderson has strong claims of taking the Champion Hurdle for a record 
sixth time with Buveur D’Air, diverted from a chasing campaign once the 
race started to cut up, or progressive handicapper Brain Power.

Opening-day support could come in particular from Charli Parcs in 
the Supreme Novices’ Hurdle (although the Triumph is an alternative 
on the Friday), along with Beware The Bear (National Hunt Chase) and 
Kotkikova (Mares’ Hurdle).

The rest of the week looks highly promising for Henderson too. Might 
Bite (probably in the RSA Chase) and Top Notch (JLT) are another pair 
of highly rated novice chasers, with good back-up from Whisper and O O 
Seven, and the rest of the novice hurdling team includes Consul De Thaix, 
Lough Derg Spirit and Constantine Bay.

Josses Hill (Ryanair Chase) is another decent chance and then there 
are the handicaps, where Henderson has a knack of turning up a good-
priced winner or two. Second-season hurdlers are always worth noting, 
along with the booking of claiming jockeys – four of Henderson’s seven 
handicap winners since 2009 have had the benefit of a weight allowance.

The ten-time champion trainer has held on to his no.1 spot in Britain 
despite being unable to unearth a superstar to rank with the likes of Kauto 
Star, Denman, Master Minded and Big Buck’s, but he is no longer top dog 
at the Cheltenham Festival. He was leading trainer five times in six years 
between 2004 and 2009 but has not had that accolade since then.

The change in status is reflected in his type of winners. Whereas he used 
to dominate the Grade 1 races, seven of his eight winners in the past four 
years have been in handicaps. Last year’s three winners all came in that 
sphere – Diego Du Charmil (Fred Winter Juvenile Handicap Hurdle), Ibis 
Du Rheu (Martin Pipe Conditional Jockeys’ Handicap Hurdle) and Solar 
Impulse (Grand Annual Handicap Chase). That was his second consecutive 
three-winner haul and, with three seconds as well last year (also all in 
handicaps), he seems to be back as a festival force.

The key to finding a Nicholls handicap winner at the festival, especially 
over hurdles, is to identify a young, lightly raced type yet to be exposed 
to the handicapper. Eight of his ten handicap hurdle winners were aged 
four or five, and nine of his 14 handicap winners overall have carried 
between 10st 10lb and 11st 1lb (the only two above that weight were in 
the Martin Pipe).

Once again the Nicholls team is hardly brimming with big chances in 
the Grade 1 contests, but Politologue has live claims in the JLT Novices’ 
Chase. The grey is one of the main hopes for a return to the halcyon days 
of top-level chasers, which saw Nicholls claim 14 of his first 25 festival 
winners in Grade 1 chases up to Kauto Star’s second Gold Cup in 2009. 
Since then, only Dodging Bullets in the 2015 Queen Mother Champion 
Chase has won a festival Grade 1 over fences for the yard.

Among the handicappers, Diego Du Charmil could bid for a second 
festival success, this time in the County Hurdle, Brio Conti and Lac Fontana 
(also a previous festival winner, in the 2014 County) are possibles for  
the Martin Pipe and the progressive El Bandit is set to go for the Pertemps 
Final.

It is worth noting that Nicholls has won the County on four occasions and 
the Grand Annual Chase three times – both are over 2m, and that is another 
factor to take into account when looking for his best handicap chances.

O’Neill is a consistent trainer of winners at the festival, with only two blanks since the turn of 
the century. His total now stands at 26, which puts him in a clear fourth place among current 
trainers behind Nicky Henderson, Willie Mullins and Paul Nicholls.

Last year his sole winner was Minella Rocco in the National Hunt Chase, his sixth success 
in that race. His first five came in 12 runnings from 1995 to 2007 but the recent changes in 
the race conditions (which have made it a higher-class contest) appeared to have taken away 
his edge until Minella Rocco’s victory.

There is enough quality (and stamina) in O’Neill’s string for him to continue to do well 
in the NH Chase and the Kim Muir, the other big chase for amateur riders, and it is worth 
taking note when he has a fancied runner. Minella Rocco, his first NH Chase runner for five 
years, was 8-1 and since 2010 his five participants in the NH Chase and Kim Muir priced 
under 10-1 have finished 41419.

Staying races are clearly where O’Neill does best, with 21 of his 26 festival victories coming 
in races over 3m or further, and he also has a good record in the Pertemps Final (four wins) 
and the Ultima Handicap Chase (three wins). Handicap chasers to note this year are Holywell, 
Beg To Differ and Another Hero.

Big chance of Defi Triumph

The Somerset trainer has drawn a blank at the past two festivals but has a big hope this year 
in long-time Triumph Hurdle favourite Defi Du Seuil. Hobbs has not had a Triumph runner 
for five years but has a good record in the Grade 1 contest, having won with Made In Japan 
in 2004 and Detroit City in 2006. The stable regularly delivers with fancied runners – four 
of the last five winners were sent off no bigger than 6-1.

Hobbs’s 18 winners have come in 14 different races but four of the last six have been gained 
over fences. Several of his early festival winners came in handicap hurdles (two wins in both 
the County and the Coral Cup) but he has had only one in that sphere since 2004. 

His runners in big handicaps always merit respect, however, and last year he had the third 
in the Pertemps Final and the third and fourth in the County Hurdle. He won the Pertemps 
in 2014 with Fingal Bay and could have decent chances this year with Big Easy and For Good 
Measure. Wait For Me, fourth when favourite for the County last year and third in the 2015 
Champion Bumper, could have another crack at the County, while No Comment could go for 
the Martin Pipe Conditional Jockeys’ Handicap Hurdle.

Over fences there is no standout but Garde La Victoire, who has won four of his seven chase 
starts, has outside place claims in the Champion Chase.

King had a golden period with 11 festival winners from 2004 to 2009 but has scored only 
in singles since then (in 2011, 2013, 2014 and 2015) to take his score to 15. He remains a 
competitive force, with ten runners finishing in the first four at the past three festivals in 
addition to his two winners.

Yanworth was seen as one of the British bankers last year but had to settle for second behind 
Yorkhill in the Neptune Novices’ Hurdle. He will be back again for the Champion Hurdle, 
having been diverted from the planned route to the Stayers’ Hurdle as owner JP McManus 
has Unowhatimeanharry for the longer race.

Another Grade 1 hope is Uxizandre, who was King’s most recent festival winner in the 2015 
Ryanair Chase. He had been absent since that race until his January return at Cheltenham 
and is now set to make a repeat bid.

King has a good record with juveniles and won the Triumph Hurdle with Penzance (2005) 
and Katchit (2007). In the past ten years eight of his 32 runners (25%) in the Triumph and 
Fred Winter made the first three and his record is particularly good with fancied runners 
under 10-1 (01223F30).

Defi Du Seuil looks tough to beat in the Triumph, but Cosmeapolitan, Coeur De Lion and 
Fidux are King juveniles to bear in mind, especially if they turn up in the Fred Winter.

Most of King’s chase wins at the festival have been with novices, including in handicaps.

Best hopes with novice hurdlers

Twiston-Davies lacks the strength in depth of the other top stables and consequently his 
festival record has fits and starts. He had two winners in 2009, three in 2010 (including the 
Gold Cup with Imperial Commander), two in 2013 and two again last year, but he drew a 
blank in the other four years in that period.

Last year’s two winners both came in Grade 1 races – the RSA Chase with Blaklion and the 
Champion Bumper with Ballyandy – and his overall total now stands at 17. It was notable last 
year that his fancied runners all did well. Five were priced at under 10-1 and they finished 
41122. Again, in 2013, he had a winner and a second from two runners priced at under 10-1. 

His best hopes on the ante-post prices are Ballyandy – once the Betfair Hurdle winner’s 
target is decided – and Wholestone, his other high-class novice hurdler who is set to go for 
the Albert Bartlett.

Twiston-Davies traditionally does well with novice chasers. He has landed the RSA twice 
and the National Hunt Chase, and also taken the Grand Annual and Kim Muir with first-
season chasers. Foxtail Hill is one to note.

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Focus on handicap chase fancies

Pipe has a long way to go to match father Martin’s 34 festival winners but he is now up to 14 
and has failed to register at only two festivals since landing the 2007 Fred Winter Juvenile 
Handicap Hurdle with Gaspara in his first season.

Last year’s sole winner came on familiar territory as Un Temps Pour Tout took the Ultima 
Handicap Chase. Ten of Pipe’s 14 wins have been in chases and handicaps are the main route 
– he has won the Ultima twice and both the Kim Muir and the Stable Plate on three occasions. 

Watch the market closely. From 23 runners priced at 12-1 or below in those three handicap 
chases, he has had six winners (26%, +29.83pt), two seconds and a third.

His battalion of chasers could be led this year by Champers On Ice in the RSA or National 
Hunt Chase. Others to note include Un Temps Pour Tout (again), Vieux Lion Rouge, Doctor 
Harper, What A Moment and Starchitect. 

Two of Pipe’s four wins over hurdles have been in the Pertemps Final, although both came 
early in his training career with course specialist Buena Vista.

He has yet to win a Grade 1 over hurdles at the festival but has high hopes in the Supreme 
Novices’ Hurdle with Moon Racer, the 2015 Champion Bumper winner.

Gold top with exciting line-up

These are exciting times for Tizzard’s expanding training operation in Dorset and, if everything 
went perfectly to plan, he could get close to doubling his festival tally of five winners. He has 
a strong team in the Gold Cup, headed by Thistlecrack, and leading fancies in a couple of the 
Grade 1 novice hurdles, as well as several handicap possibilities.

In previous years Tizzard has sent no more than a dozen runners to the festival and now, 
with a stronger team of fancied runners, much more is expected. It is worth noting that he has 
had only seven runners priced under 10-1 at the past five festivals and they finished 201521F 
(the faller was Cue Card three out in last year’s Gold Cup when going well).

If all his leading hopes make it to Cheltenham, Tizzard could well have three runners under 
10-1 in the Gold Cup alone, with Thistlecrack set to be joined by Native River and Cue Card 
(although there is the option of sending the latter back to the Ryanair he won in 2013). 

Away from the main event, Tolworth Novices’ Hurdle winner Finian’s Oscar holds strong 
claims in the Neptune (or Supreme) and likewise West Approach in the Albert Bartlett after 
his Cleeve Hurdle third. Fox Norton has good place claims in a Champion Chase featuring 
the formidable Douvan (with the Ryanair a possibility) and Festival Trials Day winner Royal 
Vacation holds a solid chance in the RSA or National Hunt Chase.

Fancied runners usually perform well
But don’t rule out a surprise. Three of his five festival winners were returned at huge prices

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Sam Twiston-Davies
Ruby Walsh has been top jockey at ten of the 
past 13 festivals since his first success in 2004 
but he may come under more pressure this 
year with the Willie Mullins team depleted by 
injury to some of its stars, and Twiston-Davies 
could be worth a shot at 12-1 in the leading 
rider market.

Now well settled into Walsh’s old job as 
stable jockey to Paul Nicholls, Twiston-Davies 
recorded his fastest century this season 
despite missing seven weeks through injury 
and he appears to have a book of rides that 
will help him build on last year’s successful 
festival.

His victories aboard Diego Du Charmil in 
the Fred Winter Juvenile Handicap Hurdle and 
Solar Impulse in the Grand Annual Handicap 
Chase were his third and fourth for Nicholls at 
the festival from 31 rides (13%, +21pt) and 
he had another winner on his father Nigel’s 
Ballyandy in the Champion Bumper.

With both stables heading to the festival in 
great form, Twiston-Davies will have plenty 
of ammunition this year. Politologue looks 
one of his most exciting mounts in the JLT 
Novices’ Chase but it is worth noting that 
three of his four festival winners for Nicholls 
have been in handicaps.

The trainer has had more success at 
targeting handicaps in the past couple of 
years and, as well as his two winners with 
Twiston-Davies in 2016, they also went close 
when 14-1 shot Bouvreuil was beaten half a 
length in the novice handicap chase.

Of course Walsh will be difficult to unseat 
from his Cheltenham throne, and certainly 

so if he repeats last year’s seven winners, but 
five of his ten leading rider titles have been 
gained with a total of just three and Twiston-
Davies looks up to reaching that figure again.

Claimers for Willie Mullins
While it may have become near impossible 
to profit from the Ruby Walsh-Willie Mullins 
partnership, it  is worth noting the trainer’s 
use of riders with a weight claim. Since 2008 
he has done this on just nine occasions but 
three of those runners won (33%, +30.25pt).

Amateurs to note
There is rich talent among the amateur 
jockeys and two of the best are Ireland’s top 
point-to-point riders Derek O’Connor and 
Jamie Codd, who each landed a winner at 
last year’s festival.

O’Connor scored on the Jonjo O’Neill-
trained 8-1 shot Minella Rocco in the National 
Hunt Chase and that took his record to three 
winners, five seconds, two thirds and two 
fourths from 28 mounts (+21pt). He seems 
to be O’Neill’s preferred amateur these days 
and their link-ups are worth noting.

Codd’s festival record is 5-29 (17%, 
+16.83pt). Notably he is 2-4 (+10.33pt) 
when riding for David Pipe, with two Kim 
Muir wins aboard the gambled-on pair Junior 
(2012) and The Package (2015), but last 
year’s success came for Gordon Elliott on 9-2 
shot Cause Of Causes in the Kim Muir and 
that is a combination to watch.

Paddy Brennan
Brennan’s headline act is Cue Card (right), 
who will make another bid for the Cheltenham 
Gold Cup following last year’s unfortunate fall

Jack Kennedy
Still only 17, the richly 
talented jockey has to be 
top of  the list as the ‘one 
most likely to’ be the next 
new name on the festival roll 
of  honour. Kennedy had a 
second place on his festival 
debut 12 months ago, beaten 
four lengths on the Venetia 
Williams-trained 33-1 shot 
Tango De Juilley in the Stable 
Plate, but the committed 
backing of  leading Irish trainer 
Gordon Elliott will give him 
any number of  good rides. He 
has proved he can be trusted 
with top talent, having landed 
Grade 1 wins this season on 
the Elliott-trained Neptune 
Novices’ Hurdle fancy Death 
Duty and Outlander in the 
Lexus Chase.

Sean Flanagan
Flanagan, 28, has yet to ride 
a winner in Britain, let alone 
at Cheltenham, but he is 
armed with much better 
ammunition having become 
stable jockey to Noel Meade 
this season. He is having the 
best campaign of  his career 
in Ireland, where his high-
profile winners have included 
Disko in the Grade 1 Flogas 
Novice Chase and Ice Cold 

Soul in the Coral.ie Hurdle. 
He may have to give up some 
top rides to Gigginstown’s 
retained jockey Bryan Cooper 
but is set to have one or two 
decent chances.

The Mullins boys
The Mullins name resonates 
through Cheltenham’s history 
and jockeys Danny and David 
Mullins may soon be added to 
the family roll of  honour. Both 
are grandsons of  Dawn Run’s 
trainer Paddy Mullins and sons 
of  festival-winning trainers, 

as well as nephews of  Willie 
Mullins. Danny – the 24-year-
old son of  trainers Tony and 
Mags Mullins (who won the 
2015 Albert Bartlett with 
Martello Tower) – is having 
his best season, highlighted 
by Royal Bond Novice Hurdle 
victory on Airlie Beach for 
uncle Willie, and should 
pick up some good rides. 
David, whose father Tom 
Mullins won twice at the 
festival with Alderwood, hit 
the heights last year with 
his Grand National victory 
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on Rule The World at the 
age of  19 and this season 
has won the Irish Champion 
Hurdle on Petit Mouchoir, 
the Thyestes Handicap Chase 
with Champagne West and 
a Grade 3 handicap hurdle 
at Ascot on Brain Power, the 
Nicky Henderson-trained 
Champion Hurdle contender.

Charlie Longsdon
The highest-ranked British 
trainer still without a festival 
winner on his CV was a little 
unlucky last year with Our 

Kaempfer, beaten around 
three lengths into fifth when 
well fancied for the Pertemps 
Final, and the same horse 
could be back for one of  
the chases – possibly the 
JT McNamara National 
Hunt Chase for amateur 
riders. Hope also lies with 
Forth Bridge, likely to go 
for the Fred Winter Juvenile 
Handicap Hurdle.

Ben Pauling
Hopes of  breaking his duck 
were dashed last year when 

Albert Bartlett Novices’ 
Hurdle second favourite 
Barters Hill was beaten into 
fourth by Unowhatimeanharry. 
He may not have a leading 
contender of  that ilk this time 
but a solid team includes 
Grade 2 winner Willoughby 
Court (Neptune Novices’

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Champers On Ice (left) might appear to 
have been disappointing at Cheltenham on 
Trials Day in January, but things did not pan 
out for him over a trip far too short. He will 
have things in his favour in the 4m National 
Hunt Chase.

Ireland Kevin Walsh
Death Duty’s unbeaten run has been one 
of the stories of the Irish season and Gordon 
Elliott’s durable six-year-old can cap a terrific 
season with Albert Bartlett victory. The form 
of his four consecutive victories looks like a 
bit of a mixed bag but Monalee has developed 
into a reliable benchmark recently and the 
step up to three miles could see Death Duty 
at his most effective.

At around 25-1, Marinero could emerge 
as a real each-way threat if he takes up the 
National Hunt Chase option. In finishing 
less than four lengths behind Thistlecrack 
at Cheltenham in November, he looked 
to be crying out for a step up in trip and 
seems to have gone under the radar. The 
favourite A Genie In Abottle is also owned 
by Gigginstown, but Marinero’s previous 
course visit could prove invaluable in this 
energy-sapping contest.

The North Colin Russell
Nietzsche from the Brian Ellison yard looks 
one of the north’s best chances of the week in 
the Fred Winter Juvenile Handicap Hurdle.

He was progressive on the Flat and has 
won three of his six races over hurdles. He 
looks an ideal type as he should get into the 
race but is considered better than his current 
mark of 130. 

Ellison also has an interesting candidate in 
Forest Bihan in the Racing Post Arkle Chase 
but, with  Altior in the field, he may be one 
to back in the ‘without the favourite’ market.

Cloudy Dream, beaten by Forest Bihan at 
Doncaster last time, is another Arkle possible 
but would be of more interest stepped up in 
trip in the JLT Novices’ Chase.

Lambourn James Burn
No trainer has won more Champion Hurdles 
than Nicky Henderson and he can take the 
outright record with a sixth success courtesy 
of Buveur D’Air.

Third in the Supreme last term, JP 
McManus’s six-year-old went novice chasing 
this term and won twice, but connections 
switched him back over hurdles and it looks 
an inspired move.

He bolted up in the Contenders Hurdle 
at Sandown and, with no Annie Power or 
Faugheen around, he should be hard to stop.

Henderson looks set for a great opening day 
as Charli Parcs seems sure to be a player in 
the Supreme. He is entered in the Triumph 
Hurdle as well but appears to be more likely 
to run in the Supreme and do not be surprised 
if he is a Champion Hurdle contender in 12 
months’ time.

Those two are held in the highest regard, 
as is Warren Greatrex’s La Bague Au Roi, 
who is in the mix for the mares’ novice hurdle.

Successful in six of her seven starts, she has 
been aimed at the race all season and should 
be raring to go after a mid-season break.

West Country Andrew King
Colin Tizzard appears to hold the key to the 
Timico Cheltenham Gold Cup if the  betting is 
any guide and the highly progressive Native 
River might take a lot of catching if allowed 
to dominate as his jumping is so accurate.

The Harry Fry-trained Neon Wolf is a 
smart performer in the making who has 
impressed with his attitude in three outings 
this season. There is no reason he cannot carry 
on the good work in the Neptune Investment 
Management Novices’ Hurdle.

Fr y also look s to have t he answer 
to the Sun Bets Stayers’ Hurdle with 
Unowhatimeanharry, who can follow up 
last year’s victory at the festival. If anything 
he has improved at the age of nine and with 
his proven stamina he looks a banker.

It took a while for the obligatory Willie 
Mullins-trained Supreme Novices’ Hurdle 
favourite to emerge, but Melon assumed that 
role with an impressive ten-length success on 
his hurdles debut at Leopardstown in January. 
Quite what he achieved in doing so is hard to 
gauge as the runner-up, who had been 100-1 
second to Anibale Fly on his hurdles debut in 
December 2015, had since run in six bumpers, 
winning only the last of them, and then got 
chinned at odds of 4-11 next time, but Melon’s 
jumping was good and he’s clearly got a lot of 
talent. There are obvious downsides, though, 
as he clearly hasn’t shown anywhere near the 
sort of form usually associated with a Supreme 
winner (last year Altior had run an RPR nearly 
20lb higher and went off a bigger price than 
Melon is now) and the last scorer to have 
run just once over hurdles was Flown back in 
1992. Melon’s sire, Medicean, is not known 
for producing high-class jumpers either, with 
Sempre Medici much his best. On the upside, 
this looks a surprisingly weak year.

Henderson’s Beyond Conceit was 
talented on the Flat and showed courage to 
make it 2-2 over hurdles at Ascot in February, 
while Mick Jazz is also reported by Gordon 
Elliott to be heading to the County.

VERDICT
This looks the most open Supreme in years and 
while the Mullins faithful will happily lump on 
Melon at any price he can’t represent value. I’d 
be more interested in Mullins’ Bunk Off Early 
at the prices, but I’ve backed both BALLYANDY 
and MOVEWITHTHETIMES for this race and 
the Neptune on non-runner no bet as their 
Betfair Hurdle form is right up there with the 
best and both have more to come. If you listen to 
the gossip Charli Parcs is the best four-year-old 
Henderson has ever had and if that’s the case 
everyone is in trouble.

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Altior has been favourite for this race ever since he ran away with last year’s 
Supreme Novices’ Hurdle by seven lengths and  has become a bigger banker 
with each run over fences, most impressively when slamming seasoned rivals 
Fox Norton and Dodging Bullets (the 2015 Champion Chase winner) in the 
Grade 2 Game Spirit. That took his aggregate winning distance to 100 lengths 
in four chase starts and earned an exceptional Racing Post Rating of 175 (4lb 
higher than erstwhile stablemate Sprinter Sacre after he took the Game Spirit 
en route to winning the Arkle in 2012). He has taken so well to fences that Nicky 
Henderson felt compelled to give him an entry in the Champion Chase, but the 
trainer is likely to hold fire on a clash with Douvan. Opposition may be thin on 
the ground come the opening day but among the possibles are Yorkhill, Identity 
Thief, Charbel and Cloudy Dream – all decent but far from Altior’s class.

It’s true more 
than half that distance came in a two-runner 
affair at Kempton on his debut, but Altior fairly 
toyed with the classy Charbel (six lengths) 

in the Grade 1 Henry VIII Novices’ Chase at 
Sandown in December and did the same to 
the decent Marracudja (18 lengths) in a Grade 
2 at Kempton over Christmas. However, he 
saved his best for his Cheltenham prep as he 
drew comparisons with the stable’s brilliant 
Sprinter Sacre by slamming three high-class 
established two-milers in the Game Spirit 
at Newbury in February. He was getting 5lb 
from runner-up Fox Norton, but that one 
was rated 167 and was second favourite for 
the Champion Chase yet was beaten hollow 
by the winner, who strolled 13 lengths clear 
without coming out of a canter. A Racing Post 
Rating of 175 puts him within 3lb of odds-on 
Champion Chase favourite Douvan’s best and 
is 4lb higher than Sprinter Sacre achieved at 
the same stage of his career – and he doesn’t 
appear to have anything of the quality Sprinter 
Sacre had to beat in the Arkle. Something has 
to go badly wrong for him not to win.

The one you’d 
like to see in there is the unbeaten Waiting 
Patiently, whose form ties in with plenty of 
decent British novices, but he’s said to want 
soft ground and trainer Malcolm Jefferson 
does not seem keen on sending him to 
Cheltenham this year. 

VERDICT
It is probably no coincidence that since the 
JLT was created in 2011 four of the six Arkle 
winners have gone off at odds-on. ALTIOR is set 
to make it five out of seven as his form is head 
and shoulders above those likely to turn up.  At 
some point bookmakers will offer betting without 
the favourite and Forest Bihan, who impressed 
with his attitude after a mistake three out at 
Doncaster, would be the pick at likely fair odds.

The most prestigious handicap chase of the meeting has been won by just two favourites 
since 1977 (Antonin at 4-1 in 1994 and Wichita Lineman at 5-1 in 2009) but 12 of the past 
18 winners were sent off 10-1 or lower.

Last year’s winner Un Temps Pour Tout was the first horse since Dixton House in 1989 to 
land the prize having not won a race over fences before, although he did continue the recent 
trend of inexperienced chasers taking this competitive handicap. In the last nine years only 
two horses, Golden Chieftain (2013) and The Druids Nephew (2015), had run more than 
ten times over fences before landing the prize.

Eight-year-olds  have won the race seven times in the last 16 years, along with five  
seven-year-olds. Together they account for 75 per cent of winners (12-16) in that period.

An official rating of 131 was required to get into last year’s race and in the last ten seasons 
no horse rated under 129 has qualified. However, no winner has had a mark above 150 since 
1983. Holywell won with 11st 6lb in 2014 (off a mark of 145), the highest weight carried 
successfully since Unguided Missile’s 11st 10lb in 1998 (off 149).

While second-season chasers have traditionally done well, Un Temps Pour Tout’s success 
in 2016 meant that a raw novice has landed the race five times in the last 13 runnings.

Jonjo  O’Neill has the best recent record in the race, winning three times in the last 
eight  runnings.  Holywell  gave him his most recent success in 2014, following on from 
Wichita Lineman (2009) and Alfie Sherrin (2012).

The only winner in the past 12 years without any previous course form was the Irish-
trained Dun  Doire, who completed a six-timer over fences in this race for Tony Martin 
in 2006. While Irish-bred horses account for nine of the last ten winners, those trained 
across the Irish Sea have not done so well, having been successful only twice since 1966 
with Youlneverwalkalone (2003) and Dun Doire.

There have been only two dual winners of the contest,  Sentina  (1957-1958) and Scot 
Lane (1982-1983) but the O’Neill-trained Holywell could make it three. While only three 
horses have managed to carry 11st-plus to victory since 2000, his trainer clearly targets the 
race and the 2015 Gold Cup fourth could run another big race at a track he loves.

ULTIMA HANDICAP CHASE RESULTS AND TRENDS
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The complexion of this race changed completely in the space of a fortnight in 
late January/early February when both Annie Power and Faugheeen – the last 
two winners – were ruled out through injury by Willie Mullins. That led to a 
quick rethink of plans in various quarters and not least from Nicky Henderson, 
who rerouted Buveur D’Air from fledgling novice chaser back to hurdling and 
quickly into Champion Hurdle favouritism having taken the Contenders Hurdle 
at Sandown. Henderson also has rising handicapper Brain Power as he bids for 
a record sixth triumph, while Buveur D’Air’s owner JP McManus has another 
challenger in the Alan King-trained Christmas Hurdle winner Yanworth and 
possibly a third if 2014 winner Jezki runs here rather than in the Stayers’ 
Hurdle. Irish Champion Hurdle winner Petit Mouchoir is the shortest-priced of 
the confirmed Irish raiders, although Mullins could cause another shake-up if he 
diverts Yorkhill (who would need to be supplemented) or Vroum Vroum Mag to 
this contest.

Fourth in 2015 Champion Bumper and rapidly 
developed into top-class novice hurdler last 
season, his on-the-bridle seven-length win 
at Cheltenham on Trials Day making him hot 
favourite for the Neptune. Alan King’s horses 
were not quite at their best at the festival when 
Yanworth was beaten by Yorkhill, but it was no 
disgrace to be beaten by a very talented rival 
with the front two seven lengths clear.

Fair novice last season when owner Michael 
Buckley accused him of not living up to 
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his name – “He is really stupid and doesn’t 
concentrate” – but he is really starting to 
look the part now. Beat stablemate Consul 
De Thaix by three-quarters of a length in a 
Listed handicap off a mark of 142 in December 
and then confirmed that form when strolling 
home by five lengths from the same rival in 
what used to be the Ladbroke at Ascot two 
weeks later.

CHAMPION HURDLE RESULTS AND TRENDS
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Quevega famously won this race six years in a row and Willie Mullins’ domination has 
continued since her retirement, with the victories of Glens Melody (who benefited from the 
final-flight fall of stablemate and odds-on favourite Annie Power) and Vroum Vroum Mag 
making it eight in a row for the Irish champion trainer. His strength in depth in this division 
was underlined last year when Limini took the inaugural running of the Trull House Stud 
Mares’ Novices’ Hurdle and she could line up here for Mullins. Whether Vroum Vroum Mag 
bids for back-to-back wins is open to question as she has a range of other entries but Mullins 
looks likely to face a stronger challenger than usual in the shape of Apple’s Jade, who used 
to be one of his own. Now with Gordon Elliott following the Gigginstown House Stud split 
from Mullins, Apple’s Jade beat Vroum Vroum Mag by a short head in the Grade 1 Hatton’s 
Grace Hurdle over 2m4f at Fairyhouse in December. Vroum Vroum Mag has the edge on 
Racing Post Ratings with a mark of 157, against 153 for Apple’s Jade and 148 for Limini. A 
little further behind them on RPRs is the Gavin Cromwell-trained Jer’s Girl (a dual Grade 1 
novice hurdle winner last spring).

OLBG MARES’ HURDLE RESULTS AND TRENDS
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This is the longest and oldest race at the festival. The structure of the race has changed and 
it has gradually lost its reputation for producing shocks. Before 2002, horses who had won 
over hurdles were excluded and since 2010 chase winners have not had to carry penalties. 
It was awarded Listed status in 2014 and is now more of a four-mile RSA Chase in quality, 
with this year’s renewal the first to have Grade 2 status.

This means the big yards have a greater chance of producing the winner. In the last six 
years, three favourites have obliged and the other three winners were sent off at 8-1. It is 
notable that three of those past six winners had the highest official rating, while Shotgun 
Paddy (top-rated in 2014) was beaten only a neck.

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In its first six years this race was run on the New course over 2m5f but it was then moved to 
the Old course over half a furlong less and there has been a growing emphasis on quality. 
The last six winners carried the biggest weights so far successful. Five of the six had an 
official rating of 137 or more, while only one of the first seven winners was rated above 135.

The ceiling rating is now 140 and in last year’s 20-runner contest a rating of 136 was 
required to get in, with only 4lb covering the handicap. It is therefore hardly surprising that 
strong recent form is important. Nine of the 12 winners secured a top-two finish last time 
out, six of them winning.

Last year’s 12-1 scorer Ballyalton (aged nine) was the oldest winner in the race’s 12-year 
history, breaking a run of three consecutive six-year-old winners. Seven-year-olds enjoy the 
best record in the race, having won six times.

Winners have been prominent in the betting, with ten sent off at odds between 9-2 and 
12-1. The biggest-priced winner was 20-1 scorer L’Antartique in 2007.

One to watch this year is Forest Bihan, a progressive chaser open to improvement. The 
step up in trip should suit and this smooth traveller could go well if connections opt for this 
race instead of taking on Altior in the Racing Post Arkle.

Back the favourite at your peril in this fiercely competitive handicap hurdle – just one 
outright and one joint-favourite have won the race in its 23-year history. There have been 
only two winners at single-figure odds since 2004. However, the Gordon Elliott-trained 
12-1 shot Diamond King last year became the ninth of the past ten winners who were in the 
first seven in the betting, so the market is not such a bad guide.

The race has tended to suit younger, less exposed types, with ten of the past 16 winners 
aged five or six. Just three winners in the last 17 renewals have been aged eight or older. 
Eight of the last nine victors arrived at Cheltenham with single figures of runs over hurdles.

Ireland has had eight winners and only Xenophon, 4-1 favourite in 2003, was heavily 
fancied. The other seven Irish winners were returned at between 11-1 and 16-1.

The closest any rival 
has finished behind him in his chasing career was last time when he beat Realt 
Mor by a comfortable six and a half lengths in the Tied Cottage Chase and he is 
as surefire a qualifier for ‘if he stands up, he wins’ status as you will find. The 13 
biggest dangers to Douvan are permanently fixed at Cheltenham; if he jumps 
them, there is little doubt he will leave his rivals standing again. There is just one 
horse among the entries with the potential to serve it up to Douvan and that 
is Altior, but he is expected to stick to the novice route in the Arkle.

Vroum Vroum 
Mag’s entry is obviously a wind-up, while Gary

VERDICT

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This unusual event is in its second year as a conditions race, having previously been a 
handicap, but there have been some interesting pointers to note over the years.

Ireland has won ten of the 12 runnings, helped largely by the success of Enda Bolger, 
widely regarded as the cross-country master. He trained four of the first five winners up 
to 2009 and had 2016 winner Josies Orders, who was awarded the race when the original 
winner Any Currency was disqualified after a banned substance was detected in a post-race 
test. Philip Hobbs is the only trainer to have won for Britain, with Balthazar King in 2012 
and 2014.

It has paid to back horses at the head of the market, with eight of the 12 winners  
being returned at 11-2 or shorter. The biggest-priced winner was A New Story at 25-1 in 
2010.

An interesting contender is the French-trained Urgent De Gregaine, who caused a 50-1 
upset against Cantlow in a handicap at the course in January, albeit in receipt of 15lb.

CROSS COUNTRY RESULTS AND TRENDS
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A fiercely competitive handicap hurdle that has gone to Paul Nicholls in the past two years 
with Qualando and Diego Du Charmil.

Both were French-breds, who have done extremely well in this juvenile contest with six 
wins in 12 runnings (a French-bred has finished first or second in the last five renewals).

The big stables are always worth noting. Nicholls has now had three winners, as well 
as several placed horses, and Nicky Henderson, David Pipe and Gordon Elliott have each 
celebrated victory.

Eight of the 12 winners had won on one of their last two starts. No winner has carried top 
weight, with Crack Away Jack (11st 10lb in 2008) the only one to carry more than 11st 4lb. 
The subsequent eight winners have carried 11st 2lb or less.

It is important to look for runners rated in a certain bracket – 11 of the 12 winners were 
rated between 124 and 133 (the exception was 2011 winner What A Charm off 115) and 
three of the first four in 2016 were in that ratings bracket (although it is becoming ever 
harder to get in off a rating in the 120s).

Claiming jockeys can be significant, with three of the 12 winners having been partnered 
by conditional or amateur riders, most recently Henderson’s Une Artiste in 2012 by then 5lb 
claimer Jeremiah McGrath.

CHAMPION BUMPER RESULTS AND TRENDS
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This has been a good race for Ireland, with five wins in six runnings, and Willie 
Mullins was victorious for the third time last year with Black Hercules (joining 
Sir Des Champs and Vautour). The obvious big hope for Mullins this time should 
be Yorkhill but there are questions hanging over last year’s Neptune Novices’ 
Hurdle winner, who has been far from immaculate in his two runs over fences 
and could yet be switched to the Champion Hurdle. Mullins also has Bellshill to 
consider, who like Yorkhill is owned by Andrea and Graham Wylie, but the 2m4f 
trip could be on the short side and he fell last time in the Grade 1 Flogas Novice 
Chase. The Noel Meade-trained Flogas winner Disko and Eddie Harty’s Coney 
Island are other leading Irish possibles. Nicky Henderson’s chief pick from his 
strong team of novice chasers looks likely to be Top Notch, the Grade 1 Scilly 
Isles winner, and the other main British challenger is set to be the Paul Nicholls-
trained Grade 2 scorer Politologue.

More 
specifically, five of the last six winners have been rated between 138 and 142 (the exception 
was Fingal Bay off 148).

The home team has dominated since the turn of the millennium with 13 of the 16 winners. 
Oulart (2005), Kadoun (2006) and Mall Dini have been the only Irish-trained winners in 
that period.

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Vautour was a somewhat controversial supersub for Willie Mullins when taking 
last year’s Ryanair and Ireland’s champion trainer again has the favourite with 
Un De Sceaux, beaten at odds-on by Sprinter Sacre in last year’s Champion 
Chase. Un De Sceaux has won the Grade 1 Tingle Creek and Clarence House 
over 2m on his two starts this season but Mullins indicated he would step up in 
distance for the Ryanair. While Un De Sceaux has won over the 2m5f trip, that 
form was over hurdles in France and his jumping is not bombproof. Alan King’s 
Uxizandre, winner of this race in 2015, was having his first outing since then 
when a five-length runner-up in the Clarence House and is set to reoppose over 
this more suitable trip. Other Irish possibles include Sizing John and Empire 
Of Dirt, first and second in the Irish Gold Cup last time, and Sub Lieutenant.  
Nicky Henderson, twice successful in this race, has an interesting challenger in 
Peterborough Chase winner Josses Hill, who has got his act together over fences 
this season.

At last year’s festival Unowhatimeanharry completed a remarkable rise through 
the ranks with victory in the Albert Bartlett Novices’ Hurdle and he has gone 
even higher this season, capturing three of the most important staying races to 
take his winning run to eight under the guidance of Harry Fry. In that period he 
has risen 44lb to a mark of 167 and is a worthy favourite here. The chief danger 
could be the 2014 Champion Hurdle winner Jezki, if he is given the go-ahead to 
take on Unowhatimeanharry in the same JP McManus colours. Willie Mullins 
has plenty of options, with Vroum Vroum Mag, Shaneshill, Nichols Canyon and 
Clondaw Warrior all possibles. Another leading British hope is 2015 winner Cole 
Harden, beaten just under two lengths when runner-up to Unowhatimeanharry 
in the Cleeve Hurdle last time.

Apple’s Jade has got stayer written all over 
her but connections are probably wisely going 
to stick to the Mares’ Hurdle at this stage of 
her career, while the likes of Yanworth and 
The New One are Champion Hurdle-bound. 
Plenty are keen to see The New One tried over 
3m, but with big guns Faugheen and Annie 
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Power out of the Champion the temptation 
will surely be too much to resist. Thistlecrack’s 
half-brother West Approach has taken on 
the big guns twice already this season, but 
also has the Albert Bartlett as an option 
and he’s obviously much shorter for that.

STAYERS’ HURDLE RESULTS AND TRENDS
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Overall this race (established in 1951 and traditionally known as the Mildmay of Flete) has 
been the biggest graveyard for favourites at the festival with just four winning, and it was a 
familiar story in 2016 when 16-1 shot Empire Of Dirt came home in front.

The only two successful favourites in recent years both came from the Pipe stable – 
Majadou (trained by Martin) in 1999 and Salut Flo (trained by David) in 2012. The Pipe 
stable has won the race seven times in the past 19 runnings and is always to be respected. 
Apart from the Pipe favourites, no other winner since 1998 has gone off shorter than 12-1.

Empire Of Dirt became only the second winner in the last 13 years rated higher than 140 
and was the second Irish winner in the race’s long history.

Some of the bigger stables struggle to get runners at the lower end of the handicap and 
Paul Nicholls has not won in 27 attempts (second and fourth are his best showings).

Nicky Henderson has been more successful, with two winners, a third and a fourth from 
his last 15 runners. Venetia Williams is another trainer to note, having won three times in 
the last ten runnings.

With little between most of the runners nowadays (only 9lb covered the field in 2016), 
the higher-rated runners have started to do well and the last eight winners carried 11st 4lb 
or more (including topweights Character Building and Ballabriggs).

A number of the larger stables target this race and their runners always merit respect. 
Eight of the past 15 winners have come from the Pipe stable, Nicky Henderson and Donald 
McCain. David Pipe, whose father Martin won this race on three occasions, had the first 
two in 2011 and landed the spoils again in 2015, while Henderson has had three successes, 
including a couple of one-twos, and McCain has had two winners and a runner-up.

Only three aged older than nine (eight- and nine-year-olds do best) have won this in the 
last 24 runnings, while Cause Of Causes continued the trend of Kim Muir winners bouncing 
back from disappointing efforts (11 of the past 16 winners were unplaced last time out).

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Barry Geraghty has ridden the winner for the past two years, and five times in all 
since 2003, and JP McManus’s retained rider can choose from a pair of leading 
fancies this time. Defi Du Seuil has been the long-time ante-post favourite, having 
compiled a five-race winning streak for trainer Philip Hobbs, and McManus has 
another highly regarded French import in Charli Parcs, who started his career 
under Nicky Henderson with an eight-length success at Kempton’s Christmas 
meeting. The Supreme is an option if the McManus team want to keep them apart. 
The main market opposition comes from the Irish pair Mega Fortune (trained 
by Gordon Elliott) and Bapaume (Willie Mullins), first and second in the Grade 
1 Spring Juvenile Hurdle in February – a reversal of form from Leopardstown’s 
Christmas meeting. Elliott also has the filly Dinaria Des Obeaux, who was third in 
the Spring, while Joseph O’Brien has a shot at a second consecutive Triumph (this 
time officially in his own name) with Landofhopeandglory.

However, he was dropped 3lb 
to 138 for that and, having already run in and 
won a handicap, he may well be a candidate 
for the Fred Winter. Domperignon Du Lys 
almost certainly didn’t give his running when 
well beaten by Defi Du Seuil at Cheltenham, 
but he has won well either side of that and 
could be a contender, although a mark of 133 
looks very fair too.

VERDICT
In a season in which very few juveniles have set 
the world alight, it is probably going to take a 
big performance for anything to beat DEFI DU 
SEUIL or Charli Parcs. The difference in price 
between the two – 3-1 and 8-1 at the time of 
writing – is only because everyone seems to 
think the latter with contest the Supreme, for 
which he is a slightly shorter price. That may 
well be the case but for ante-post purposes it’s 
a dangerous game as if the ground looked like 
being softer earlier in the week and drier later 
they could easily switch places, or they could 
both end up running. Defi Du Seuil has the 
best form in the book, but if I was going to back  
one to upset the McManus pair it would be  
Dinaria Des Obeaux (pictured winning below),  
who hasn’t been given the credit for her recovery  
from a shocking error two out in the Spring.

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Ireland has accounted for seven of the last ten winners, with five of them trained by a 
Mullins. Willie Mullins had his first festival handicap victory in this race with Thousand 
Stars in 2010, followed up in 2011 with Final Approach and confirmed his liking for the 
race with 25-1 winner Wicklow Brave in 2015 (he didn’t have a runner in 2012 but had the 
runner-up in 2013 and 2014 and four of the first six in 2015).

Paul Nicholls has done best of the British trainers, winning four times in the last 13 
runnings. Superb Story won in 2016 to give Dan Skelton (a former Nicholls assistant) his 
first festival success.

The last 11 winners have been rated in the 130s and Superb Story continued the excellent 
record of second-season hurdlers, who have won 13 of the last 16 runnings. Since 1970 just 
seven winners have carried more than 11st, which is a clear sign that a well-treated runner 
fits the bill. Only one horse older than six (Alderwood in 2012) has won in the last nine 
runnings.

The Betfair Hurdle and the Coral.ie Hurdle (formerly the BoyleSports) have been key 
pointers – nine of the past 16 winners had run in one of those hot contests.

Gordon Elliott says Death Duty is the best hurdler he has had and the six-year-
old has lived up to the hype this season with a four-race winning streak capped 
by a nine-length success in the Grade 1 Lawlor’s Hotel Novice Hurdle at Naas in 
early January. Death Duty has yet to try 3m, even as a point-to-pointer, but his 
performances over 2m4f give every indication stamina will not be a problem and 
the betting indicates he is more likely to run here than in the Neptune. The main 
British opponents look set to be the Colin Tizzard-trained West Approach, 11th 
in this race last year as a 66-1 shot but strongly fancied this time after finishing 
third in the Cleeve Hurdle on Trials Day, and Nigel Twiston-Davies’s three-
time Cheltenham winner Wholestone. Willie Mullins, yet to win the race, has a 
number of possibles as usual, including Augusta Kate, Let’s Dance and Bacardys.

Extremely well regarded by Gordon Elliott, 
who said after his Naas win in January: “At 
this stage, of all the good horses I have had, 
none of them were as good over hurdles.” 
That’s high praise indeed and hasn’t done 
anything for his Cheltenham odds, but 
in fairness he has won all four starts over 
hurdles, showing progressively better form 
on every start. He has been brought along 
very slowly, running in four bumpers from 
April 2015 to March last year and winning 
two – including one against Grade 1 chase 
winner Our Duke – and finding only Blow 
By Blow (beat Moon Racer at Punchestown 
next time) too good on his final outing in 
that sphere. Made short work of his maiden 
opposition when he finally tackled hurdles for 
the first time in October and then took step 
up in class in his stride with a very easy win 
in a Grade 3 at Navan. He had to work a little 
bit harder up another notch at the same track 
next time, but was ultimately well on top of 
Monalee (beat Champion Bumper runner-up 
Battleford next time out) at the end, winning 
by three and three-quarter lengths. His final 
start, in the Grade 1 Lawlor’s Hotel Novice 

Hurdle at Naas, resulted in a nine-length win 
from Turcagua, but that tells only half the 
story as Augusta Kate was trading at odds-on 
in running approaching the last, where she 
fell. Death Duty did look very strong at the 
end, though, and it would be a brave call to 
suggest he’d have been beaten. Looks sure 
to stay 3m, but hasn’t run over the trip yet 
and hasn’t run on anything faster than soft. 
It might not be an issue, but in a race that 
usually attracts a big field he’s a short price 
without that form in the book.

Second-season novice and half-brother to 
Thistlecrack who doesn’t exactly boast form 
figures to make him a confident pick for a 
race like this. However, those figures mask 
the fact he has actually been progressing at a 
rate of knots because his last two starts have 
come in open company and he has excelled 
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himself both times. He looked booked for 
fourth behind Stayers’ Hurdle favourite 
Unowhatimeanharry when unseating at the 
last in the Grade 1 Long Walk Hurdle at Ascot 
and bettered that form in the Cleeve when 
third to Harry Fry’s nine-year-old, beaten 
only a three and a quarter lengths. Yes, he 
was receiving 6lb and it’s possible he was 
flattered by being held up in a race run at 
fair clip, but  the Racing Post Rating (157) he 
earned there would have been good enough 
to win all bar one of the previous 11 runnings  
of this race and none of those previous  
runners had recorded quite as high a figure 
before the festival.

Confirmed that form in Grade 
2 in November on worse terms, although 
finished only second behind Peregrine Run, 
but stepped up again when a Grade 2 winner 
at the December meeting, scoring by a length 
from Ami Debois (subsequent handicap 
winner off 137) with the stumbling West 
Approach again behind.

Craigsteel’s best offspring was Cross Kennon, 
a real tough battler who finished fourth in 
a World Hurdle, and this one is in the same 
mould. West Approach is now rated 12lb 
higher than him, but doubt there’s anywhere 
near that much between them and this one 
is a proven winner.

An easy seven-length win of 
a Grade 2 at Limerick earned him an RPR of 
148, which puts him up with the best of these 
bar clear form horse West Approach, but it 
would be disappointing if a proper NH bred 
wasn’t able to put him in his place.

OTHERS TO CONSIDER
Possible the most interesting of those at much 
bigger odds is Harry Fry’s Any Drama, but 
only if there is plenty of rain and the going 
is soft. He sluiced through the mud to win a 
bumper at Thurles by 22 lengths in January 
2016 and after suffering defeat on his hurdles 

debut ay Newbury, won by a country mile at 
Market Rasen. The competition was probably 
nothing special, but he earned an RPR of 150 
for that, which puts him on the same level 
as Death Duty if it can be believed. He will 
stay and only has the Albert Bartlett entry. 
Ami Debois was only a length behind 
Wholestone at Cheltenham in December and 
has progressed again since. He’s another really 
stout stayer who could probably do with it 
being a testing festival. Let’s Dance is the 
one major omission from those further up 
the lists, but it seems apparent she will be 
racing in the mares’ novice. Willie Mullins has 
more obvious contenders than Battleford, 
who has ground to make up with Monalee 
on Clonmel running, but he does have 
festival form having come within a nose 
of winning the Champion Bumper and he 
deserves respect on that score alone. Nigel 
Twiston-Davies, who has a strong contender 
in Wholestone, also has Ballymalin among the 
entries, but he qualified for the Pertemps at 
Exeter in February and is rated high enough 
to get in there. 

VERDICT
If you listen to some fans of Death Duty he 
only has to turn up to win, but he has yet to 
race on ground faster than soft or over the trip. 
The latter won’t be a problem but the former 
might and as this race regularly features a big 
field he looks short enough. I backed WEST 
APPROACH straight after he ran third to 
Unowhatimeanharry in the Cleeve Hurdle and 
he undoubtedly has the best form, although 
that may only be because he’s the only one to 
have run in open company. He is a half-brother 
to Thistlecrack and does seem to be improving 
at a rate of knots. Of those at slightly bigger 
prices Monalee is of interest, being by a sire 
who has had a couple of 3m hurdle winners at 
the meeting. He has solid enough form as it is 
but just might prove a different proposition 
again given some better ground. Conversely, Any 
Drama would make plenty of each-way appeal 
if we get a wet festival.

In 2015 Coneygree became the first novice to land the Gold Cup since Captain 
Christy in 1974 but the wait for another first-season chaser to repeat the feat 
may take considerably less time, with Thistlecrack heading the market having 
already taken the King George VI Chase for Colin Tizzard. Last year’s spectacular 
World Hurdle winner lost his unbeaten record over fences to the ill-fated Many 
Clouds on Cheltenham’s Festival Trials Day but still leads Tizzard’s strong team 
alongside Native River and Cue Card, who might have won 12 months ago but 
for falling three out. Djakadam, runner-up for the past two years, is the only one 
who can break the Tizzard stranglehold on the top of the market, while Lexus 
winner Outlander and Irish Gold Cup one-two Sizing John and Empire Of Dirt 
are next in the ante-post betting.

Thistlecrack

Superstar staying hurdler last season who 
totally dominated his division, winning all 
five starts and sauntering to victory in the 
World Hurdle and its equivalent at Aintree 
three weeks later, a Racing Post Rating of 
178 for his Cheltenham victory being every 
bit as good as Big Buck’s ever managed. He 
undoubtedly could have had that division 
at his mercy for as long as he stayed sound, 
but connections were keen to press on with 
a chase career and, as he was already eight 
last season, they made no bones about the 
fact they would be chasing Gold Cup glory 
rather than the novice championships. 
The bookmakers took note and made him 
favourite before he’d even jumped a fence and 
while most pundits thought that a ludicrous 
position to take – this one included – he soon 
proved them all wrong. First three novice 
chases were won in a hack canter and while 

there was the odd blip – he almost landed 
on top of the fifth fence at Cheltenham after 
taking off miles too early on his second start 
– his jumping was often bold and sometimes 
spectacular. Thrown into the deep end on his 
next start in the King George at Kempton, he 
raced in second early, stood out outside the 
wings of the first open ditch, took it up just 
after the last on the first circuit, turned up 
the tempo down the back and had them all 
cooked turning for home, Tom Scudamore 
able to ease down after the last and pass 
the line standing up in the saddle. It was a 
breathtaking performance, but hard-nosed 
form students could find reason to crab the 
value of it as main rival and defending King 
George hero Cue Card jumped terribly and is 
miles better than the other three who finished 
right on his heels, three and a half lengths 
off the winner (could have been twice that). 
Never mind, it elevated Thistlecrack to the

Colin Tizzard on Thistlecrack “With 
hindsight he might be better on spring 
ground.

up the hill” Best RPR is 178 over both hurdles 
(in last year’s World Hurdle) and fences (King 
George) – both on good ground and at least 4lb 
better than he has achieved on softer
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top of the chasing tree, with odds-on Gold 
Cup quotes the norm and some wondering 
what was going to turn up against him at 
Cheltenham. Then came the race that typifies 
the sport’s ability to warm the heart one 
minute and break it the next. A red-hot 4-9 
favourite to make it ten wins on the spin in the 
Cotsworld Chase on trials day, Thistlecrack 
lost out in a pulsating home-straight duel with 
2015 Grand National winner Many Clouds, 
who so sadly collapsed and died shortly 
afterwards. Pinpoint accurate jumping and 
heart of a lion won it for Many Clouds and 
while you couldn’t crab Thistlecrack in the 
latter department, his jumping did not come 
up to scratch. There were probably only three 
minor errors in reality, but on both starts at 
Cheltenham he has seemed to have to put a 
lot of effort into his jumping and he certainly 
wasn’t as quick through the air as he had 
been at Kempton. Better ground might help, 
but any mistakes are likely to be punished in 
a big field and, at Cheltenham at least, he’s 
nowhere near as sure-footed as Coneygree 
was in 2015. There’s a reason Coneygree 
was the first novice to score in 40 years – you 
simply have to get everything right. That said, 
Thistlecrack is undoubtedly the class act and 
the right favourite, although with that defeat 
his aura of invincibility has disappeared and 
he won’t be short of rivals to take him on.

This time 
he burst clear a lot further before being closed 
down to a length and three-quarters by the 
exposed 11-year-old Raz De Maree, but once 
again he was never in danger. Native River 
warmed up by winning the three-runner 
Denman Chase at Newbury, but it’s hard to 
say he achieved much as market rival Bristol 
De Mai was way below form and runner-up 
Le Mercurey was beaten only just over three 
lengths in receipt of 1lb despite being officially 
17lb inferior. Trainer has always considered 
him better on a Flat track and he did appear 
to get badly outpaced at the top of the hill in 
the four-miler (roared home after the last) at 
Cheltenham, which makes you wonder what 
he’ll be like in a good-ground Gold Cup, but 
it’s hard to knock a horse with the winning 
habit and he does find plenty when asked.

Has run four times at Cheltenham and fallen 
twice, his tendency to land a bit steeply on 
occasions finding him out in the 2014 JLT 
and last season’s Cotswold Chase.

One of the most popular horses in training and 
it’s easy to see why as he has been top class 
since the day he first set foot on a racecourse at 
the age of four and has overcome some major 
problems in his time. Indeed, it’s amazing to 
consider that he will be contesting his sixth 

Cheltenham Festival at the age of 11 despite 
having missed two of the last three. Eight-
length winner of the Champion Bumper, 
fourth in a Supreme Novices’ Hurdle, second 
in an Arkle and a nine-length winner of the 
Ryanair, he has pretty much done it all apart 
from land a Gold Cup – and he would surely 
have gone close to doing so if he hadn’t 
hit the deck last year. At the end of the  
2014-15 season it looked as if Cue Card’s 
troubles had got the better of him as he was 
beaten a combined 82 lengths in five starts, 
but instead he enjoyed his best campaign 
the following season, winning the Charlie 
Hall, Betfair Chase and King George, the 
last two races setting him up for a £1 million 
bonus if he could grab gold at Cheltenham. 
Unfortunately he came down when joining 
issue with Don Cossack and Djakadam at the 
third-last. All three were still going well then, 
so it’s hard to say what would have happened 
and the winner is a class act, but you have to 
think he’d have gone close. It hasn’t been plain 
sailing this season, with below-par runs in the 
Charlie Hall and King George, but he has also 
landed two Grade 1s by wide margins, the 
Betfair Chase by 15 lengths from Coneygree 
and the Ascot Chase over 2m5f by the same 
margin from Shantou Flyer.

VERDICT
T he market has the r i ght favour ite in 
Thistlecrack, but he worries me with how much 
he puts into his jumping and I have a feeling this 
is much more open than his odds of 7-4 suggest. 
Native River is admirable, but there has to be a 
question mark about him holding his position 
if the ground rides fast, while history suggests 
Cue Card is surely too old, as much as we’d all 
like to see him win.  I can’t see what’s wrong with 
DJAKADAM, who has been second in two good 
Gold Cups and, as he’s only eight now, should 
still be in his prime. It’s true he hasn’t quite 
shown the same sparkle this season, but Willie 
Mullins will have had his eye on only one target 
and there’s no Don Cossack to beat. Of those 
at slightly bigger odds, it would not be wise to 
underestimate Sizing John, who has stamina 
to prove but will likely travel well and still be in 
contention two out if the ground rides no worse 
than good to soft. As a young horse who has just 
won a 3m Grade 1, he has a fair profile.

GOLD CUP RESULTS AND TRENDS
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Enda Bolger’s On The Fringe joined a select group last year when he became the eighth dual 
winner since the second world war and only the fourth to achieve the feat in consecutive 
years. The 12-year-old returns with a favourite’s chance of completing the hat-trick, having 
already bucked the age trend by becoming only the fourth from the double-figure age 
bracket in the past quarter of a century to score a first win in the race (although he was the 
fourth to score again at the age of ten or older).

Since the first Irish-trained victory in 1983 there have been ten subsequent wins, including 
in each of the last six years. 

The Leopardstown Inn Hunters Chase (formerly known as the Raymond Smith Memorial) 
in early February is the best Irish trial. Three of the last five winners have gone on to victory 
here, although On The Fringe was only second and seventh in that race before winning 
here. He was runner-up again this time behind Foxrock, who is not eligible for this race.

FOXHUNTER CHASE RESULTS AND TRENDS
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Willie Mullins and Paul Nicholls have dominated this handicap hurdle, winning five times 
between them in the last six years. Although Mullins is the only Irish trainer to have won 
the race, his compatriots have been competitive too and Ireland had the first four in 2015 
(although nothing better than fourth last year).

The Mullins winners have had the shortest SPs (9-2 favourite, 7-1 and 12-1) with the 
others sent off at 14-1 or bigger.

Mullins has several possibles again this year, including last year’s Champion Bumper 
runner-up Battleford and Chacun Pour Soi, while Nicholls contenders might include Lac 
Fontana (already a festival winner in the 2014 County) and Brio Conti.

Although the race is open to four-year-olds and upwards, only five- and six-year-olds have 
been successful. They have also been placed 14 times.

The lowest-rated runner in 2016 ran off a mark of 135, while seven of the eight winners 
were within 7lb of the top-rated. Runners rated between 133 and 139 have won six of the 
eight runnings.

David Pipe has yet to win the race named in honour of his father, having had the beaten 
favourite three times and two unplaced second favourites.

Another to watch is No Comment (trained by Philip Hobbs and owned by JP McManus), 
who is open to further improvement and looks the type to be suited by a big field with a 
strong pace.

Solar Impulse became the longest-priced winner of last year’s festival with his 28-1 victory 
in this race, emphasising yet again that this is a difficult ‘getting out stakes’ for punters. 
Alderwood in 2013 is the only successful favourite since 2004 and eight of the last 11 
winners were sent off 12-1 or bigger.

Victory went to runners rated 129-134 in nine out of ten runnings up to 2010 but, as 
with the other festival handicaps, the threshold is moving upwards and five of the last six 
winners have been in the 140s. The last three winners, Savello (11st 5lb), Next Sensation 
(11st 2lb) and Solar Impulse (11st), have ended a 14-year run where no winner carried 
more than 10st 13lb. 

A strong recent trend is that four of the last eight winners were officially novices. This has 
been a good race for novices with 12 winners, rated from 129 to 140, since 1983.

The 2008 winner Tiger Cry is the only winner aged over nine in the past 15 years, while 
Palarshan (2003) is the only five-year-old to win in the past 50 years. 

The race’s title has commemorated Nicky Henderson’s father Johnny since 2005 and the 
trainer won the following year with Greenhope and again in 2012 with Bellvano (both 20-1 
shots). He has also had four runner-ups and two thirds from a total of 35 runners.

Solar Impulse was a third winner in the past 13 runnings for Paul Nicholls (the previous 
two carried 10st 1lb and 10st 11lb), although he has also had four beaten favourites.

Ireland has won six of the last 17 runnings, including twice in the past four years, and 
three of them prepped over hurdles – two of the exceptions were the novices Fota Island 
and Alderwood.

Seven of the last ten British-trained winners had won at Cheltenham before.
